No More Liquor Will be
Garried Into Albert Gounty

By the Canadian Exbress Go.
—What Different Parties Have to Say About
the Proposed Legislation.

The temperance people have several
to their bow.

The militia order, issued today, says
all the principal medical officers oW |
belonging to permanent medical corps
will receive an annual allowance of
$365. A further regulation says that
non-commissioned officers. and men who
have previously served in His Majesty’'s
regular army, and whoee: enlistment in
the Canadian permanent force has heen
specially authorized will, provided
former service was acknowledged at
the time of enlistment, be entitled to,
count such service as equivalent to hav-
ing eerved six years in the Canadian
peranent force and reckon the same to-
wards the higher rates of pay per diem,
but not for pension,

Appointment of officers for signalling
corps is authorized in-proportion of one
command signaller, with rank of cap-
tain; for each of the higher commands;
one district signaller with rank of lieu-
tenant for each military district.

The permanent union of the Canadian
army service corps will in future be
known as ‘“The Canadian Permanent
Army Service Corps.”

Cavalry, artillery and infantry regi-
ments, batteries, etc.,, having now
formed into brigades for administra-
tion! and training, recommendations
for the appointment of lieutenant col-
onel commanding should be submitted
by the officers holding higher com-
mands, confidentially, for the consid-
eration of the minister in military
council, forthwith, Recommendations
for the appointment of brigade major
should: be also forwarded. Officers
now holding either of the appoint-
ments mentioned will econtinue to hold
them until the expiration of the time
for which ‘they were originally ap-
pointed. Lieutenant ‘colonels - com-
manding brigades and brigade majors
will be. appointed for periods of three
years. Such appointments will be
made as a rule from the reserve offi-
cers, That of lieutenant colonel com-
manding will be conferred upon. offi-
cers who have held ithe command of
their corps for the prescribed periods.
Any officer accepting appointment will
in the event of his being unable to
perform any one of the annual train-
ings, be liable to be called upon to ac-
cept the appointments. Regiments or
brigades, when ordered to camp for
the annual trying, will be attached to
a brigade on the recommendation of

If the bacon trade of Canada is to
continue to . improve, it is necessary
that hog raisers adhere to the class
of ar 18 most suited to the require-
ne ; British market.

detion of hogs of the lard
type k¢ L.eannot compete .sugcess-
fully with: the United States. A visit
to the Cnicago stock yards and- to-
western catle feeding centres affords
ample evidence of this. A large pro-
portioa of ithe cattle are fed on Snap-
ped .or shelled corn.  Herded . with
these am’!;ggs that thrive and fatten
on-undigested corn left by the steers.
These hogs constituting a- by-product
of cattle feeding are produeed at a
cost much lower than pork ¢an be rais-
ed- in Canada. All United States
hogs are not fed in this way, but a
large proportion of them ndve, at. least,
the ‘advantage of rcheap corn, than
which, there is no better feed for pro-
duging fat hogs .of the lard type. Let .

It seems to be very generally suppos-
ed that pork is more cheaply and easily
produced from hogs of the thick, short -
American breeds than from the three
English  breeds which are favored for
bacon production. Why such a belief
should be so general is difficult to un-
derstand, as repeated tests conducted . :
at various experiment stations have
shown that hogs +of the Yorkshire,
Berkshire and Tamworth breeds pro-
duce pork as cheaply. as those of the
Poland China, the Chester White or'
the Duroc Jersey breeds, In the opin-
ion of Prof.-Day of the Ontario Agri-
cultural College, who is foremost
among' authorities ‘on _bacon produc-
tion, the lusty, growth pig of the bacon
type 'is the most  economical 'pork-
maker we have, especially when rear-
ed, as bacon hogs should be, largely

‘on - such foods as roots, soiling crops

and dairy offal.

There is mucih difference of opinion
regarding the cost at which hogs fit
for ‘market can be produced, and there
is probably as much difference between
the cost to - one feeder and the cost to
another as bpetween these opinions.
Under general conditions the produe-
tion costs in the neighborhood of $5 per
100 pounds on an average. In summer
under favorable conditions the cost
may be somewhat lessened, but in win-

i ter pork ‘can hardly be produced at the

figure mentioned. As in all other lines
of production, the cost will vary ac-
cording to the character of the animals
fed and the amount of intelligence ex-
ercised: by the feeder. -

Taking one year with another, the.
Canadian. farmer on good land who
understands - crop _ grawing and hog
raising, can undoubtedly raise hogs as
cheaply as the flgures quoted, and pro-
bably for less. He will keep only such
sows as produce large lusty litters of
the right type. He will grow such pas-
ture and soiling crops as . clover,
alfalfa, rape, vetches, mangels, sugar
beets and such coarse grains as yield
the greatest number of pounds of hog
fced per acre. In other words, he will
manageé ' his operations in a way
that will return him the greatest re-
turn in hogs per acre of land, and in
so doing will learn to reduce the cost
of raising hogs of the best type to a
minimum.
