teaching the children of the elite in a
private school in Poona. After giving
several other illustrations of the same
character, he said : “What may we not
expect in a few generations from this
low, caste, if in one generation such
great upward strides are made ? God is
giving to the American Methodist mis-
sionaries alone from a thousand to fif-
teen hundred converts & month in India.’
And we know what has been wrought
among the Telugus during the last
ve years. It has been a succes-
spiritual harvests, continued
tal seasons. “ The rapidity
with which the conversions are going
on smong the low caste people in India
is won« il.

Some very striking incidents illustra-
tive of this phase of missionary work
were here given. Of his own work the
Doctor was brief, all too brief, for what
he did say was extremely interesting.
He was seventeen mionths in India, and
bad the joy of seeing .nearly 2000
Englishmen and Earasians converted to
Christ. In Calcutta for eight weeks,
every night, he addressed audiences of
pative men. They listened with atten-
tion and courtesy and oftentimes  with
tears in their eyes. In this city alone &
hundred native gentl have declared
their acceptance of Christ ag Saviour
and Lord. Meetings of a similar nature
were held in Lucknow, Cawnpore, Delbi,
ILahore, Poons and other places, with the
like gratifying results.

Here is s description of one of the
meetings held in Lahore: “The ball
seated 900 people. I announced meet-
ings for educated English-spesking In-
dian gentlemen. | announced that the
entire body of the hall would be reserv-
ed for these gentlemen; and the two
side isles reserved for the English ind
Furasiana. At the first meeting there
were about 100 natives. Before the
meetings closed, at the end of three
wee ks, the entire body of the house re-
served for them, accommodating about
600, was packed ta the doors. On either
side we had 300 Christians, English or
Farasians. At the end of the meetings
I ventured to pronounce the benediction.
When I did this the English rose, but
the natives always remained seated, as
it would have been acknowledging
Christianity for them to have risen. At
the last meeting I preached on the love
{ of Christ, and there were many wet eyes.
| At the end I sung the Doxolcgy and pro-

NOTES ON EUROPEAN TRAVEL.

On the 10th of July, 1892, I first saw
the Old World. Our steamer kept near
the shore, along the northern part of
Ireland, and called at Moville. The
beautiful scenery for miles about the
Giant's Causewsy ; the fertile fields, pro-
ducing barley and potatoes, and marked
by straight stone walis away 1o the top
of the distant hills; the neat and sub-
stantial buiidings of the farmers—these
all gave me very favorsble impressions
of &u fertile inle of the sea.

Clyde we were in full view of some of
the grandest scenery of Great britain,
The estates of the Duke of Hamilwn
and of the Marquis of Bute we passed
on our leit. The princely mansion and
deer parks of the latier are near the shore.
We landed st Greenock, and went by
radl — twenty-one miles —to Glusgow
The herds ol 0 It o
the fertile fields were s
prine 1o me an the rocky sotidity of the
pulidings, which séemed made to endure
furever. Even the almist oountiess
miles of stone walls, with oval pr ol g
cupe, 80 nestly out, showed » higo clase
of masonry.

ships enter or lenve the port yearly,

At the time of the Riformation Seot
land had about & dosen osthedrals, bhut
they were all destroyed ex three
those of Glasgow, Buirling and Donblane,
and the two latter were greatly shatbared.
Tobe Glasgow cathedral dats from 1192,
fn whlchjm it was consecrated. Toe
Presbyterian ministers urged the i
tates in 1579 to tear it down, bui
through the etfurts of inflaential mer
chants the corporation spared the bulld
ing. Of its eighty windows, forty foar
are 80 feet bagh, and illustrate some
event of Biblical bistory, The Univer-
sity, founded in 1448, bas a library of
105,000 volumes.

Forty miles from Glasgow is Ayr, the
birthpisce of Burps. I lunched in the
stone cottage where he was born, in
1799 ; read a few pages of bis- manu-
script poems, and walked across the
arched stone bridge spanning the river
Doon, over which Tsm o' Shanter rode.
The walls of the old church—Alloway
Kirk—erected 1516, are still standing.
The bell, put into the tower in 1518,
still hangs there. The father of Burns
lies buried in the church-ysrd about
twenty feet in front of the building.
The sexton, now 93 years of age,
ted out several graves of the Boros
family, and of some of them he said, “I
laid them in."”

On our way to Edlnhu?‘h we went by

way of the Trossachs. The scenery of
these Highlands is charming, and ren
dered doubly so bi e association of
Bir Walter t. For many miles our

coaches made circuitous routes around
the hills, bringing to our view a con

tinuous chavge of the wildest scenery.
Some of the mountaine were covered
with amall trees of stinted growth, some
covered with ferns, some were entirely
barren, and upon some of them flocks of
sheep were xuzlngbnwny to the distant
tops. We went steamer on Lake
Lomond, which is 24 miles long. Over
the lake are scattered 32 islands, bearing
ruins of ancient monasteries and castles.
