Majority Report.
The report, signed by the majority 

is as follows.—

building and annex were not there.

The rinding of the committee Is that 
Mr. Barr’s statement Is correct and 
that the said 1.000 feet of coil were 
not in place at the date of the letter 
nor when the committee visited the 
building.

The second section of Mr. Barr’s 
letter taken up by the committee sta­
ted "that 84 square feet (equal to 240 
fl. I Inch) of radiators were missing." 
This was subsequently altered by Mr. 
Barr in his evidence given Oct. 4. to 
04 feet instead of 84 feet.

Second finding: - The 
find that both Mr. Mott and Mr. Barr 
agree that the total number of square 
feet of radiation actually Installed in 
the 1st and 2nd floors Is 3,408 square 
feet, whereas the official plan (that 
certified by Mr. Mott to b<- the origin­
al), submitted to the committee shows 
that we are entitled to 3.400 square 
feet, making 8 square feet or 24 lin­
eal feet, installed beyond the amount 
t ailed for on said plan.

Affidavits Filed.
Mr. Mott sent in an affidavit that 

the heating plan which he submitted 
to the committee is the original plan 
as figured on by the different 
tractors at the time of the tender­
ing, and stated in his evidence that 
the total number of feet of radiation 
t ailed for in said plan was 3,733 1-3 
square feet.

\ Mr Barr sent in an affidavit that 
the plan he figured on was not the 
same as the one submitted to the 
committee by Mr. Mott, but that the 
original plan showed 3805 1-3 sq. feet 
as detailed in Mr. Barr's evidence. F. 
S. Walker also appeared before 
committee and stated that he had 
figured on 3806 1-3 sq. feet.

3rd finding: In the third section Mr. 
Barr also stated that other details of 
specifications in connection with the 
job were not carried out. For these 
details Mr. Barr specified In his evi­
dence (a) the asbestos; (b) the 
valves: (c) the flue.

(a) —The committee are of the 
opinion that what was furnished for 
steam pipes is not the best quality of 
asbestos pipe covering.

(b) —We find that according to the 
specifications there are two check 
valves short.

Tex., Nov. 23 —Fran­
cisco I. Madero. who is leading the 
revolution in Mexico, completed his 
plans in relation to the present out­
break since his arrival in this city 
on October 7. He left here the night 
of Nov. 18. and crossed the Rio 
Grande to his own ranch in Mexico 
Sunday morning, November 20. where 
he took command of 600 men, mount­
ed and armed.

Immediately upon his arrival at San j 
Antonio last month, he was surround­
ed by revolutionary leaders, although 
he disclaimed warlike Intentions un­
til he left the city.

He came from Mexico disguised as 
a peon, having forfeited bonds for his 
appearance on a charge of sedition 
growing out of a speech delivered at 
San Luispotosi. May 29. prior to the 
election in which he was a candidate I 
for the presidency against I)iaz. 
Madero was met here by Juan Sa- 

Azcona, former member of the 
Mexican Congress, who is also a 
brother-in-law of Juan D. Casasus, 
former ambassador to the United 
States, and by Enrique Bordez Mangel 
an orator for the anti Diaz party in 
Mexico. Ascona is a graduate of 
Harvard and Madero of Ecole Cen­
trale, Paris.

Madero showed himself freely and 
was a good advertiser, professing to 
be opening his campaign for the pre­
sidency six years hence. He has close 
friends here and through them he was 
enabled to purchased quietly large 
quantities of arms 
The Madero family 
In northern Mexico. It owns thousands 
of acres of good land in Coahulla 
Nuevo Leon and carries considerable 
bank accounts in New York and Paris. 
The leading banks In the states nam­
ed are controlled by the Maderos and 
their ability to raise ready money is 
said to be unlimited.
