of Senagalese Troops From Africa.Ottawa, Oct 1.—«lev. Dr. Albert 

Carman, who for over thirty years has 
been General Superintendent of the 
Methodist Church in Canada, will prac­
tically retire from active office when 
the Quadrenn&l General Conference, 
now in session here, rises in a few 
days. This afternoon an unanimous 
vote of the conference decided in fa­
vor of the recommendation of the su­
perintendence committee to appoint 
him a» superintendent emeritus for 
the next four years, with the same sal­
ary as Is paid to a general superin­
tendent.

Rev. Dr. 8. D. Chown, of Vancou­
ver, was again elected General Super­
intendent, with the proviso that his 
term of office be for the next eight 
years.

A motion, submitted by Rev. Dr. W. 
H. Hearts, of Amherst, N. 8., to ap­
point a General Superintendent, with 
jurisdiction In the Maritime Provinces, 
was voted down by an almost unani­
mous vote. All the other General Con­
ference officers were re-eleoted, with 
the exception ot Rev. Dr. James 
Woodworth, Senior Superintendent of 
Home Missions, who. was retired. The

NOW REIGNS IN BELGIUMFOR DEFEATLondon. Oct. 1, 11.85 p. mu—A Pet- 
rograd despatch to Reuter’s Telegram 
Company, says:

“In the Suwalki district from the 
left flank of the Germans the Russians 
tolled two determined atempts to 
force a passage of the Nlemen river 
between Ollta oni the north and Drus- 
kenikl on. the south. Military critics 
point out that with the capture of 
Augustowo and Keptzyewo, the Rus­
sians have broken the Germna centre.

"The German line extended from 
Oseowetz to Simno, and the Russians 
with great bravery have expelled the 
on the lakes, which are divided by 
only from two to five miles of dry 
land.

“According to the newspaper, the 
German lopses at Druskenlkl amount­
ed to twenty thousand. The rains 
have mired the roads, so that many 
German guns have been embedded 
and lost.’’

London, Oct. 2, 2.10 a. ra.-^A Rot­
terdam despatch to the Dally Tele­
graph says:

"The German# In Rotterdam are 
aghast at the tone of the German news­
papers which arrived today (Thurs­
day). Only one meaning can be at­
tached to what they contain—they are 
preparing the German people tor de­
feat, and the ruin of their hopes.

"Official messages ask that Judg­
ment be suspended if news should ar­
rive that the German troops have been 
compelled to abandon certain posi­
tions.

"The British troops are mentioned 
as pushing on by the sheer might of 
their masses, and the French are ad 
milled to have taught a severe les­
son.

The German attacks In the last 
twenty-four hours seem to have be­
come less energetic, and the allies 
have been able to repulse them and 
follow them up more easily. There 
are signs that exhaustion Is setting In 
among ti>e invaders, owing to tin* 
hard fighting and the severe weather 
conditions. Meanwhile the allies are 
given intervals of rest In the trenches, 
between the periods of Intense exer­
tion, as fresh relays can be brought 
to tbs front at any time.
