"While we found the premier in his 
speech met the expressed wishes of 
labor in most every respect, it is fair 
to say that he was not quite as cordial 
towards the present Russian govern 
ment as he might have been. Presi­
dent Wilson’s outstretched hand leaves 
no room for doubt In Russian minds.
He says ‘Here's our hand; we are

Commenting on the president’s re­
