OPERATORS AND
MINERS DRAW
LITTLE NEARER

Prospects for An Agreement

Strike Are Considered
Brighter Than at Any
Time Since Strike.

OPERATORS OFFER
FLAT INCREASE

Failure on the Part' of Miners
to Accept the Proposal
Would Mean Government
Mediation at Once.

Washington, D. C., Nov. 20—Though
operators and miners of the centra:
competitive flelds remained hard locs-
ed all day today in their negotiations
for a new wage scale contraot, pros-
pects for an agreement that wouta
seltle the coal strike were considered
brighter tonight than any time since
the strike was called.

The operators offered the miners re-
presentatives a flat increase of fifteen
cents a ton on coal mined, and twenty
per cent increase for day workers.
John L. Lewis, acting president of the
Mine Workers' of America outwardly
stamped the concession as wholly m
adequate, but both sides plainly took
the offer as a breaking of the ice anu
aa opening for trading tomorrow.
Meanwhile the government continued
to hold its hands off and Fuel Admin.
istrator Garfleld took no steps openly
to ration or restrict coal consumption.

Lewis Still Defiant

President Lewis, of the Mine Work:
ers, after the close of the long session,
said he considered that the operator:
prcposal had “contributed nothing to
the settlement of the difficulties,” but

were preparing to come down a de
gree in thelr demands for a six hom
day and a sixty per cent increase.
Thomas T. Brewster, chalrman o
the Operator Soale Committee, refus
ed to discuss the proceedings, but the
