In ‘Rabbinical tradition the day
marks the annfversary of the creation
of man more of course as a symbol
than on account of any claim to his.
torical accuracy, which modern
sclence would render absurd.

For what the day symbolizes, it is
worthy of remembrance by the inhabl-
tants of the whole civilized world, of
whatever faith. The Jew observes It,
not as an occasion of rejofeing, as we
do our calendar New Year’s Da
as a time to remind himself
duty and responsibility as a member
of the human family and to pledge
himself towards the promotion of the
cultural and constructive endeavors of
mankind.

In th's, others, not of the Jewish
sect might well join: not as a relig-
fous ceremonial it may be, but as a
pledge of their renewed efforts for the
advancement of civic righteousness
and the promotion of the well being
of the race.

But aside from this particular day
and what it fs designed to denote, all
Hebrew ceremonials and feast days
are wholly worthy of remembrance
and study by Gentile as well as Jew.

The Hebrew race gave to civiliza-
tion its religion. From that little spot
in Asia, cglled Palestine, not bigger
than some of our counties, sprang the
Faith which has overspread the Globe
and has had a more profound influ-
ence upon the race than any one cause
or than all other causes combined.

There were other gods in those ear-
ly days when the race was in its
cradle but the Hebrew God, as, during
the centuries, all have come to realize
and accept, was the true God and the
only Ome.

Others than Jews look upon Christ
as His Son and pay their devotions to
Him as such; but the God which led
Moses out of Egypt and closed the
mouths of the lions for Daniel His
prophet, is the same God which today
is accepted by His Gentfles and to|®
Whom they offer up their prayers.

Madame Blancheron of Paris
Consults With G. W. V. A.
Secretary.

Madame Blancheron, of Paris,
France, organizer for Canada of the
French Association responsible for
the Poppy Day movement, spent Sat-
urday and yesterday in the city con-
sulting with A. I. Machum, local sec-

‘retary of the G. W. V. A. in regard to

the Poppy Day campaign which will
be held on Armistice Day .

Poppy Day originated in France by
a French Association engaged ih do-
ing war relief work amongst the
women and children of the devastated
areas there. Seizing on the idea of
comemurating the gallant dead who
“sleep in Flanders fields where pop-|
pies grow” by the wearing of the scar-|
let poppies immortalised by Col Mag-
Rae, the Canadian poet soldier, the
association set women and children of
the war scarred districts tg work
making artificial poppies, these were
sold to the gemeral public, and the
proceeds were devoted to relief work
in the war areas. l

The idea was introduced into Unit-|
ed States last year by the originator
of the idea, Madame Guerin, and met
with a wonderful response from the
American public, who brought over
three million of the poppies.

This year Madame Blancheron has
been assigned to the task of introduc-
ing the movement to the Canadian
people. Here the G. 'W. V. A. have
been asked to co-operate in the work,
and the proceeds are to be divided
amongst the two associations, the
French and the Canadian. In bath
both cases the monies will be devoted
to the benevolent work in which they
are respectively interested.
