«put Palmer out,” howled pap-sticking
Halifax papers. “‘Put Palmerjotit,” cried
the letter-thieving ring whose special ot-
gan is the Montreal Herald. “‘We'll put
Palmer out” was echoed by the
Ministerial papers of St. Jobp, So Mr.

were ashamed of his public appearances,
together with all seekers for omce, con-
tracts, or favors of any kind,and all those
who range themselves on the side of any
Gov rnment, no matter what, b:gan to
work ‘with desperate earnestness for the
Ministry. It is hard to account for the
warmth of feeling shown for the Minister
in his distress by gentlemen who loud-
