Eight thousand pounds damages were 
awarded in the Court of Queen’s Bench 
to Mr. Malden, a seed merchant, in an 
action which he brought against the 
Great Northern Railway Company on ac 
count ol the severe injuries he had sus­
tained in a collision at King’s Cross 
Station.

A telegram from Berlin to the 7 inte» 
announces that the police in that city 
have w lined Prince Bismark to abandon 
his habit of going out alone on foot.

Experiments made within the past six 
months have developed the astounding 
fact In natural magic that four messages 
can be sent over a single wire as read­
ily as two, and that through mes­
sages and locel ones can be sent 
without interfering with one another 
over the same wire.

An important industry has grown np In 
Scotland, consisting in the nse of calcin­
ed granite as a substitute for clay In the 
manufacture of pipes and other earthen­
ware articles, the material being found 
capable of standing a strong fire, and is 
unaffected by transitions of heat and cold. 
The native color of the stone is nearly 
retained in the formation of busts, 
statues, vases, urns, and general pottery, 
as also in chimney pieces, spouts, &c. In 
sfich articles as are intended to with­
stand the effects of great heat, where an 
extract only of the stone is used, the 
color cannot be kept so well ; but any 
preparation of the material, when once 
properly finished, may be heated to 
whiteness without injury.
