Among Negro writers of fiction
Mr. Chamberlain praises Charles
W. Chesnutt as a pioneer and among
others lists as outstanding the stor-
jes and novels of James Weldon
Johnson, Walter White, Claude Me-
Kay and Rudolph Fisher. In “The
Fire in the Flint” Mr. Chamberlain
finds Mr. White’s handling of the
treatment given a Negro doctor by
Southern whites as having “an in-
ner logic which is not open to skep-
ticism.”

Of Mr. Johnson’s ‘“Autobiography
of an Er-Colored Man,” Mr. Cham-
berlain says: “Considered hidtoric-
ally, the book is one that the Negro
would do well to call epoch-making,
for it certainly caught the tempo
of the future, and it explored prob-
lems that remain as portentous to-
day as they were in 1912.”

Among Negro poets Mr. Chamber-
lain chooses for extended comment
and praise, Jean Toomer, whom he
calls “perhaps the most lovely lyr-
ist of all the Negro poets;” Dun-
bar, James Weldon Johnson, Coun-
tee Cullen, Claude McKay and Lang
ston Hughesg,

Mr. Chamberlain in passing also
lotes the influence of Negro themes
Won such white novelists and play
Wrights ag DuBois, Heyward, Julia
Peterkin, Roark Bradford, Clement
Wood, Waldo Frank, Eugene O’Neill
Paul Green, van Vochten, E. C. L.

Hoover Praises
Interracial Comm.

Atlanta, Ga., March— President
Hocver regards the work of the

Southern Commission on
Co-operation as “A sane, simple ang
sensible plan.” according to a re-
cent letter addressed by the Presi-
dent to Dr. R. R. Moton, who is head-
ing a national campaign for a fund
of $1,360,000 to finance the Commis-
sioin’s work for the ensuing
years.

President Hoover’s letter follows:

“I have been greatly impressed by
the constructive work of the Com-
mission on Interracial Co-operation.
The solution of all conflict that
men and women of goodwill shall |
search and find the areas where we
con cc-operate, andd thus minimize
differences. That is the sane, sim-
pe and sensible plan of the Commuis-
sion. It is of real national import-
ance. I trust it will have the widest
support.”

The national committee of sixty
is conducting the campaign in bDe-
half of the Commission has opened
headquarters in New York and an-
nounces that encouraging returns
are coming in. The officers of the
committee are: Chalirman, Dr. R. R.
