Formal Opening and Blessing o Sunday

“Last—First Mass Celebrated by the

Apostolic Delegave — Three Ontario

Bishops Present.

Berlin, Dec. 14.—Special) — The
solemn blessing and opening of the
magnificent new Catholic churclln,
called St. Mary's Church, Berlin,
was signalized yesterday by ceremon-
jes imposing in the religious sense
and expressive in a remarkable way
of the grewth of the Catholic people
in Western Ontario. As a building
erected to the honor and for the
worship of God, Berlin's new church
stands as a milestone of progress in
this part of Canada. Twenty years
ago no one would dream of a Catho-
lic church of such size raising its
tall steeple in this section of the
province. The occasion was also
enderéd memorable by the presence
of the representative of the Supreme
Pontiff, Mgr. Sbarretti, who was ac-
companied by Uishop O’Connor of
Peterboro and = the two Bishops™ of
Western Ontario. The Metropolitan
of the province, Archhishop O’'Connor,
was unable to L2 present.

The interest created among the
Catholic people of this city and did-
trict was proportionate to the im-
portance of the day.

The weather conditions were any-
thing but favorable, it being exceed-
ingly stormy, but this handicap did
not deter hundreds of people attend-
ing the ceremonies of the morning
and the evening services.

Shortly after nine o'clock the mem-
befs of the - St. Boniface, Catholic
Order of Foresters and C.M.B.A.
formed a guard of honor, leading
from the rectory to the church, an
while the bells pealed forth in th
wintry air, the procession of priests
and their attendants marched to the
church, and the Rt. Rev. Thos. Dow-
ling, Bishop of Hamilton, solemnly
blessed the structure, first on the
exterior of the church. Then unlock-
ing the church, the processjon enter-
ed and the ceremony was concluded.
After the priests returned, the
crowds who were waiting outside,
entered and by ten o’clock fully
fifteen hundred people were com-
fortably seated in the large and com-
modious church. -

The celehration of the first Mass
then began., His Excellency, Mon-
signor Sbarretti, the Papal Delegate,
was the celebrant, assisted by Rev.
A. " Weiler, Berlin, as archdeacon,
Rev. Father Mahoney, rector of the
cathedral at Hamilton, deacon. Rev.
Father Forester of New Germany
and Rev. A. Zinger of Berlin, were
deacons of honor. Rev. J. Schweit-
zer, Berlin, was the master of cere-
monies, ‘Rt. Rev. TFather Dowling
was attended by Rev, Father Kreidt,
0.C.S., of the Carmelite Mission,
Niagara Falls, and Rev. D. Fonm:s-
sey, Superior at the College at St.

he’ first sod of the church was
irned in the spring of 1899, and the
corner-stone was laid on Sunday,
Sept. 30th, 1900. It is built of red
pressed brick amd its dimensions are
196 by 64. The tower, which will be
built in a year dr two, will he over
200 feet high.+ It is constructed in
the shape of a cross. The walls and
ceilings are of pure white and the
woodwork in_light colors. The seats
and wainscoting gre finished in old
oak. The altars and confessionals are
handsome and the stained glass win-
dows magnificent. The edifice is _il-
luminated by over 850 incandescent,
bulbs. It cost over $85,000, and the
entire sum has been raisen to pay lor’
the magnificent edifice, which is a
credit to the congregation and a'
pride to Berlin. Architectually the!
new church is beautiful to look upon
and most comfortably apoointed. It
reflects credit upon the eminent Tor-
onto ‘architect under whose charge the
work progressed so satisfactory, Mr.'
