Loxpoxy, .lunc 1:.—The L‘rnwl'm:l-DAlke
divorce case was in court yesterday on
the issue of Sir Charles Dilke's right to
have the Queen’s proctor reopen the
case in order to enable Dilke to produce
testimony in his own vindication. Mr.
Crawford asked the court to refuse to
allow the proctor to intervene, alleging
that the only witnesses who would be
produced to contradict the confession of
Mrs. Craw!ord were Sir Charles himself,
whom that confession implicated, and
his servants. Mr. Crawford contended
that unless it could be proved that the
divorce was obtained by collusion, which
was not alleged, the proctor had no right
to intervene in Sir Charles Dilke's in-
terest.

The judge decided that the proctor had
a right to intervene if the fresh evidence
now offered by “Fanny” and Sarah Gray,
material evidence showing that
plaintiff's charges were untrue. The
judge suid that the proctor must himself
answer the suggestion that the interven-
tion was in Sir Charles Dilke's interest.
The judge said he himselfdid not believe
the suggestion. He was certain the
proctor would not so violate the duties of
his office.

The judge refused to make Mrs, Craw-
ford and Sir Charles Dilké parties to the
proctor’s suit to enable them to be heard
by counsel.

There 1s evidently something wrong
here. At a time when industries are
languishing because money is too dear,
why should bankers be expected to make
their capital earn twelve per cent?
When everybody else is satisfied with
smaller profits, why should the banker
infringe upon these smaller profits in
order to keep his own profits up to this
unreasonable figure? 1s not the day past
when any man's money should return
him twelve per cent? Why should
Canadian business men be made to pay
twice or three times the rate of interest
that their -London and New York
competitors have to pay?

There is evidently room for a revolu-
tion in the banking business. It seems
paradoxical, in the face of Mr. Smithers’
statement, to say that more banking
capital is needed in Canada, but it is
needed, nevertheless, and if Canadian
bankers would accept a modern rate of
interest they would not have to send
their money abroad.

If a new bank or one of the existing
banks would enter a vast field which lies
open in Canada, immense benefits would
accrue to the buisness of the country. It
is the usual thing for new banks to invite
just the class of business that ought to be
avoided. The new banks usually get the
shuky accounts—those which have been
rejected elsewhere, and which have to
pay high interest. The consequence is
that the institution of new banks rather
aggravates than lessens the difficulty
about interest. What is wanted is a bank
that will lend out money at a rate
approximating the New York and
London rates. This could be done by any
bank which would deal only in first-class
securities, and so would make few
losses.

Banking in Canada seems to be con-
ducted on somewhat the same principles
as those upon which the country store-
keeper packs butter. The good and the
bad butter is all tumbled into the same
tub, and the good is soon undistinguish.
Bankers do not treat
their good and bad accounts exactly
alike, but there is no other class that so
frequently lectures the farmers and
storekeepers of the country upon the
ubsolute necessity of some retormn in the
method of treating butter.
