Affecting Scenes in Court—An Appeal To Re
Taken—The Wives of the Condemued
Greatly Agitated—Other Sociailats To Be
Arvested.

Cricaco, Aug. 20.—The cours officials de-
€1ded that the relatives of the prisoners should
be  allowed in the court-room, and at 9.1
o'clock the sister of Spies, with another young
woman, made her appearance. Shortly after-
ward the mother.of Spies, accompanied by a -
younger son, entered court and took a seap on
the back benches. The jury lefs their hotel as
9.16 o'clock, and_under the guidance of ten
bailils took their way to the Court House
and, were conducted 1o an inner- room adjoin-
ing the main court-room. At 9.80 Mrs. Pars.
sons entered the court-rootn with her reticule,
Recompanied by a woman who has attended
herthroughout the trial. By 9.30 the ercwd
in_ghe court-room numbered about 160, hus
was still composed with the exception of the
persons named, of pclice, baihlfa and press
Tepregentativas,

The tremendous interest taken in the ont-
come of the tnal is illustrated by the crowd
which gathered in frons of the court house to
await the announcement. Nearly 2000 peopls
were gathered on Mighigan-strect in front of
the main entrancq__x;tbe building gazing up
at the windows. - The police kept the crowd
moviag, however, and it appeared to be co-
posed almost entirely of curious people.
