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into an Iron Curtain country
was carried by Prof. Ross Dar-
ling of the UNB Business Dept.,
who is on sabatical in England
this year where he is working
on his Doctorate.

Preliminary meetings were
set up to initially get some
idea of just how many people
from both the St. John and
Fredericton campuses might
want to go, after deposits were
collected and the trip started
to take shape.

Two briefing sessions were
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then given to try and familiar-
ize the group with what to
expect in a culture obscurred
by conflicting western propo-
ganda. Mr. Fernand Tangé, of
the department of east Euro-
pean Affairs, came to speak on
his impressions of the USSR
as he saw it when he worked
with the Canadian Embassy in
Moscow in the late sixties. On
one other occasion Brig.
Knight of the UNB’s Public
Relations Dept. gave the group
a slide show adding 2 visual

dimension to the snowballing
expectations of the group.

Travel arrangements Wwere
made through Air Canada,
Touramat, and the Soviet Tour
agency, Intourist. All travelling
and accommodations expenses
had to be pre-paid through
Intourist, for the Soviet part
of the journey.

The flight originated in Fred-
ericton and then went on tO
Montreal where the balance of
the students were to be picked
up and then on to Copenhagen
