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express its deep sympathy with our Missionaries and others who are 

co-operating in this great work: and also hopes that the effort being 

made in England to arouse the Government to the speedier limitation of 
the cultivation of this drug in India to the supply necessary for med­

ical use may be successful, and further that this Synod rejoices in the 

fact that at its last Session the Parliament of Canada passed an Act 

prohibiting the importation, manufacture and sale of opium in Canada 
for other than medicinal purposes: and that a copy of the resolution be 

forwarded to the Government at Ottawa, to the Hon. Secretary of the 
Church AntiwOpium League London, England, and to the HonlSeoty. of the 

Society for the Suppression of the Opium Traffic in the same City".
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
