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emphasis upon an experience which is called

Assurance ; and while it is commonly spoken of

as a present certainty of ultimate escape, it does,

properly understood, possess a much deeper and
worthier content. There is in it a certain sense of

being settled upon bedrock, of having touched
some final reality. It is as though life had been
redeemed from vagrancy and established on a base.

Professor Josiah Royce quotes in The Sources of
Religious Insight, the story of a busines-; man cr.ught

in some delinquency and put in prison. There he
faces the problems of life ; and when a young man
comes to him to submit the question of marrying
his daughter, he says :

" They haven't the point
of view. It is life that is the great adventure.
Not love, not marriage, not business. They are
just chapters in the book. The main thing is to

take the road fearlessly—to have courage to live

one's life."
