The steamer Great Western arived at New
York from Bristol about gleven o’clock on
Tuesduy forenoen, bringing twenty-four days
later news. By her we Lave received London
and Liverpool papers of the 23¢rd, and Felix
Farley’s Bristol Journal of the 24th ultimo.
I'be commercial intelligence bronght by the
Western is of a favourable character, and
quantities of specie had Leen received hy the
Bank of England. The crops are much betier
than was anticipated, and there is every pro-
mise'of a fair average harvest. The Chartist
excitement appears to have much abated, and
the sammary punishment of a few of the ring-
leaders has restored quict and harmony.

Parliament was to be prorogaed by Her
Majesty in person on the 28th ultimo, 5o tiiat
we will have a speech from the Throne ina
few days by the British Queen, which was to
leave London on the st instant, In another
colamn will be found a notice of Her Majesty’s
futare lord and master, together with a con-
tradiction of the on dit.

It was currently reported in Londen that
the Maiquis of Normanby is about to ge re-
moved from the Colonial Ofice, where he will
be succeeded by Lord John Russell or Mr,
Rice, who is to be raised to the peerage. Mr.
McAauley, the member for Edinburgh, was
spoken of as likely to become a member of the
administration, to which he would add some
strength. Its notorious incompetency induced
Lord Brougham to say that he knew not ano-
ther instance of a Cabinet existing for any
length of fime in the country, in which no
man was incladed who could even pretend to
the possession of talent. His Lordshipsays a

The Great Western had one hundred and
ten passengers, among whom were Messrs.
Furmiss and Cuthbertson of Montreal. The
weather during the vo}yage was extremely
boisterous, pavticularly ahout the eastern edge
of the Grand Bank.

Several Yaokees who had been commission-
ed 1o go to Europe for the purpere of effecting
loans on some more bubble .chemes, have re-
turned in the Great Western, not having been
able to procure one cent. The Illinois com~
missioners, however, succeeded in procuriog
four millions of dollars.

The penvy postage bill has become the law
of the land. and we hope its benefits vvill sooh
be extended to the Colonies. It is the only
beneficial measure effected during the session.

About eight hundred applications had been
made for tickets to th~ stands at th . approach-
ing tournament, and every post was bringing
increased demands. The issue will be limited
| to a thousand, and it was supposed the appli-
cations would be five times that number.

THE CANADAS.

The act for making temorary provision iog
the rr\rlumrn( ot Lower Canadareceived (e
royal assent on the 17th of August.

The 1st sectior provides that the Special
Council shall consist of not less than twenty
members, and no business to be done unless
eleven b+ present.

Section 2, repeals the provision of the set of
1 and 2 of Victona, ch. 9, preventing the
making of permanent laws. All permanent
laws to be laid for thirty days before Purlia-
ment previous to being confirmed.

Section 3, repeals the provision of the late
act prohibiting taxation. No new tax to be
evied exeept for public works and objects of
municipal government, and such taxes not te
be appropriated by government.

Sec. 4. Repeals the provision of the late aet
probibiting the alteration of acts of Parliameut
butno law to be passed affecting the temporal
or spiritual rights of ecclesiastics or the law
of tenure,

Kec. 5. All laws to have a publication in the
Gazette before going into effect,

In the House of Commons, on the 20th of
August,

Mr. O’Connell enquired whether the Secre-
tary for the Colonies had reeeiv~ any informa-~
tion respecting the proclama..on of Sir G.
Arthur agaiost Orange processions having beea
disregarded in Canada,

Mr. Labouchére answered that he had not
