The Question on Missions—Ques. 12, In San Fernando taere is a local College supported by the Gov-
ernment, which meets the want for higher education in the southern end of the island, and also draws native
students from all . r fields. It is called Naparima College, from the name of the district. This College is
affiliated with Queen’s Royal College, Port of Spain, which is a purely Government institution. Scholarships
are given of very considerable value, which enable successful candidates to attend British or other Univer-
sities. For teachers, the Mission has its Training School, supported by the Government, and its Training
College in San Fernando, of which Dr. Morton is President, and to which Dr. Coffin gives the greater part of
his time. Agriculture is one of the prescribed studies in the Training School, and the teachers are required

to teach it in the schools and school gardens.
