Without a change of system,
the political necessities which now coastrain the
distiibution of patronage in such a way as to sus-
tain a * working majority,” will not be less press-
ing and exigent. The present artificial and de-
moralizing combination of parties wit, therefore,

; ‘Fhe means by which this end 13
%o be attained are mone other than those now em-
ployed,—a corrupt distribution of effictal patron-
age. At present itis sufficient that fifty Mem-
bers be conciliated ; herealter, if the Representa-
tion Bill become law, 1t will be necessary to have
some ninety in a proper state of Lraining. It s
superfluous to say that this cannot be done without
increased expeuse, the whole of which must be
borne by the good-natured public. 1t1s quite true,
that of the patronage of the Crown were limited
within any reasonable bounds,the means of corrup-
tion might be exhausted before the purchasable
fidelity of bhalf a bundred place-hunting Represen-
tatives could be secured. In such case, an increase
of the Representation would afford some guarantee
that the artificial comuption cemented parties
wou'd be shaken, if not broken up, and new and
natural combinations be formed on the only sound
basis of constitutional opinion. But with the
enormous patronage at the disposal of the Minis-
try, there is no rational ground for hope that the
means of corruption will be insufficieut Lo sustain
the existing abuses.

We shall never have an independent Legislature,
of an honest Government, till the cor upting power
of patronage be taken from the hands of Ministers ;
and the Exzecutive and Legslative powers of Gov-
ernment be disunitcd.

Extract (rom a letter dated
SauvLt StE. Makix, June 15, 1850.

You undoubtedly heard last Fall of some trouble
between the Indians and the Quebec Mining Com-
any, on the Canada side, and that a company of
knmh soldiers were seut up, and have been sta-
tioned opposite this place. Yesterday morning,
ust at the break of dav, some 24 or 26 of the
hmuh soldiers, with their Captain and Lieuten-
ant, landed on the Government Jdock at Fort Bra-
dy, and marched into the centre of the Village to
a house occupied by Peter Flaeumont, where six
deserters were boarding, (men who deserted from
the British service last Winter, and had been
working all the Spring for our cilizens.)

The “aptain (Looper) cut the door down with
an axe, while all were asleep, went into the frst
room, and then cut down another door opening into
the room where the deserters were ll?epl:f. He
was followed by his men. They kuock down
Mr. F. and his wife. The latter was very much
burt. Her face and head are black and blue from
the blows. The Captain drew an axe over one of
the boarders, and threatened his life if he made the
least noise until they had secured the prisoners,
whom they bound and ed. They then
marched by our fort to the Government dock with
the prisoners, put them into boats, and took them
across the river. ‘L'his was done right under the
guns of our fort, and in presence of our troops.

But the most disgraceful part of the matter was,
that the Commanding Officer of the fort, Lieuten-
ant Russell, was not only present, but aided and
assisted in the capture of these men, who had de-
clared their intention to become citizens of the
United States. He stood in the front of the house,
saw the door hewn down, and citizens knocked
down, and went with these soldieis to the Go-
vernment dock, and saw them embark. One of
the prisoners, named Gilchrist, was the only maa
who showed any resistance. It was not until be
had knocked down six or eight of the soldiers that
they overpowered him.

After reaching the dock, he broke loose from
them and ran through the whole troop, they IH-
ing to knock him down. He cleared them all,
although he received blows that would have felled
an ox. He would have made food his escape had it
not been for a man holding a Lieutenant’s commis-
sion in our army, who stopped Gilchrist until the
British soldiers came up and took him. You can-
not juage of the high state of excitement which
exists here.

The writer adds that the British officers were
expected over to dine with Lieut. Russell, and it
was the intention of the citizens to have them ar-
rested, but they did not appear.

We cut the above from the Rochester Democrat,
presuming that it will “ go the rounds.” Other-
wise we should certainly let it pass for what it is
worth. We shall require other suthority than an
anonymous * extract from a letter,” before we
can believe that an American officer would be
present at an ill arrest of residents in Ameri-
can territory by foreign soldiers, without inter-
ference; and not only be present, but sanction
and aid the arresting parties. The story is either
an unworthy instance of suppressing an important
part of the truth, or it is a fabrication out of the
whole cloth.
