LONDON, Mar. 31.—Fighting is still
going on between the British ‘and
Germans along the British end of the
French line, particularly " near St.
Eloi, where German bomb throwers
succeeded in reaching a pdrfion of a
crater held by the British, near Boe-
singhe. The British put down the
attempted attack by the Germans.

Strong forces of Austrians and
Italians are aligned against each
other in the Gorizia sector of the
Austro-Italian Tfront, -and . on the
heights at Seilz spirited ﬁghfa'ng is
taking place for possession of
trenches.
