Minister of Eudcation, leaves to-day 
en route to England, where he will 
consult with the Imperial authorities 
in connection with the proposal ot 
the Ontario Government to establish 

hspifal in England. He goes 
in pursuance of the decision of the 
Cabinet that in order to give effect 
most expeditiously to the wishes of 
the people of Ontario, a responsible 
representative of the Government 
should consult with the Army Coun­
cil and be on the spot to determine 
exactly what action should be taken 
to obtain the best resulth.

The Minister’s stay will be an in­
definite one. Upon his conference 
with the Imperial authorities will de­
pend largely whether he will return 
after discussing the matter thorough­
ly and passing up plans for construc­
tion and equipment or will remain a 
longer period to take part in the ini­
tial organization work. The fact that 
the Ontario Government’s offer was 
broadly made left, of course, a large 
number of matters within its bounds 
that had to be threshed out. As the 
only medlcai man in the Cabinet, Hon 
Dr. Pyne was the logical choice when 
it was considered necessary to have 
a discussion of the matter without 
the handicap of cable exchanges or 
the delay of mail communications.

instructions from Washington, Assist­
ant United States District Attorney 
Roger B. Wood to-day obtained an 
order for the detention of eleven men 
alleged to have enlisted at San 
Francisco as British reservists by 
Ralph K. Blair. The eleven, it was 
claimed, were on their way to Eng­
land.

The order of detention was made 
in accordance with the Federal Crim­
inal Code, which declares it to be un­
lawful for anyone in the United 
States to enlist or induce another to 
go beyond the jurisdiction of this 
country for service as a soldier, sail­
or, marine, or on a privateer.

The men were said to have arrived 
here from the Pacific coast yesterday, 
and they expected, Government offi­
cials say, to sail on the ss. Arabic to­
morrow. They will be shipped back 
across the continent at the expense 
of the Government.

AS A PATRIOTIC ACT.
San Francisco, June 22.—Ralph K. 

Blair, at whose office alleged recruit­
ing for the allies in the European 

is said to have been carried on, 
told the United States District At­
torney, it was learned to-day, that he 
aided a number of British veterans 
to return “as a patriotic act.” He said 
only men who had served in the Brit­
ish army were “enlisted.” He said 
he examined them for fitness, but re­
ceived no pay for his work. He said 
he sent 75 men, all veterans, on their 
way to join the British army.

Ap­
plicant must appear in person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for 
the District. Entry by proxy may be made 
at any Dominion Lands Agency (hut not 
Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Dutlen—Six months residence upon aed 
cultivation of the land In each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, oil certain conditions. .A 
habitable house Is required except where 
residence Is performed In the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader la 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence In each of 
three years after earning homestead pat­
ent ; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre­
emption patent may be obtained as soon ae 
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted bis home­
stead right may take a purchased home­
stead In certain districts. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months la 
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres sad 
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation Is subject to re­
duction in case of rough, scrubby or stony 
land. Live stoçk may be substituted for 
cultivation under certain conditions.
