AUSTRALIAN TIMBER.

‘With a view to opening up a trade
in colonial timbers with different parts
of the world, Captains Rounding and
Guest, of the Wool Exchange, Sydney,
N. 8, W., have for some time past
been making a collection of samples
of Australian woods for the purpose
of sending them abroad, says the Syd-
ney Evening News. A few months ago
they sent about 31 varieties to Eng-
land, which included red and yellow
cedar, tulip, striped black and red
bean, rosewood, mahogany, silky oak,
blue fig, forest oak, blackwood and
other woods which are of commercial
value. Two samples of iron bark were
also sent which had been in use for
about 50 years. They were portions of
a pile at the Circular Quay, and to all
appearances the wood was as.good as
the day when it was taken out of the
forest. As the result of that ship-
ment, Captains Rounding and Guest
have received an order from England
for half a million feet of red mahog-
any, and they are now tenders
for the supply of that quantity. These
gentlemén have received applications
from France and Italy for samples of
Austfalian woods, and feel confident
with the continued lTowering of freight
that a large foreign trade can be work-
ed up. At present they have a num-
ber of samples of woods which they
intend sending away at an early date.
