Admiral Dewey has been appointed
president of the court of inquiry,
which is to decide the truth or fals-
ity of the accusations against Rear-
Admiral Schley—in other words, to
settle whether Schley or Sampson is
“the greatest hero the world has ever
seen.” Such is the irony of fate.

“The greatest hero the world has
ever seen.” We thought that Dewey
himself, the vietor of Manila, had
some claim to:that very common Am-
erican title. Now he is placed in a
k position where he must bestow it up-
on one of two others. However, it
may console him to think that a title
gained by means of such disgraceful
squabbling is not weorth mwueh, any-
ways. ‘ !

The Sampson-Scliley feud is an af-
fair of old standing. It commenced at
the very beginning of the war, and
has continued ever sinee. The appoint-
ment of Sampson as Commander-in-
Chief of the navy constituted Schley's
first grievance; but the feelings of
the latter were for.the moment sooth-
ed by his appointment to the sole
command of the Flying Squadron. He
was fortunate enough to be in com-
mand of the squadren which worked
the “bottling-up™ jab on Cervera  at
Santiago; 4and, aftéer a month eof
blockade duty, another piece of good
luck befel him. One fine morning Ad-
miral Sampson went off with the New
York for a cruise up the coast. By
a strange coincidence, at precisely the
same time,  Admiral Cervera, inside
the harbor, thought that a little run
in the open air, ¢ver the opan sea,
would benefit his constitution, Where-
fore he . also started on @ cruise,
whieh, as you kmow, came to a violent
end, Cervera lost his fleet; Sampson
lost the glory of being dctmal com-
mander in the vietory—eternal warn-
ings to the rising generation not to
go off eruising on Sunday.

Now, Schley, who had stayed at

home on Sunday, like a good little
boy, naturally expected that he would
win the traditional reward. Great,
_tberetore. was his surprise to find
that the bad little boy, who had brok-
en the Sabbath by going on a jaunt
up the coast, bad, in reporting to
headquarters, taken all the credit for
the victory to himself. This was
cheating accident out of its just dues;
L likewise was cheating Schley out of
his. People at home, who liked to see
Sabbath-breaking punished, and Sab-
bath observance rewarded—at least in
others—resented the'affront. But the
Naval Department, not troubled by
old-fogey ideas on thig subject, sup-
ported the bad little boy, Sampson.
The newspapers championed the good
little boy, ScHley. The people went
with the newspapers, and Sampson
lost, perforce, much of the credit
which would have been his had the
controversy never arisen.

Sampson’s friends, however, were
not idle. They piled onto Schley with
that bitter malice which is always di-
rected against those who stand up for
an ideal. Schley's ideals in the mat-
ter of the Sabbath were rewarded by
the publication of a “history,” writs
ten by one Edgar Stanton Maclay,
wherein the good little boy was de-
nounced as a ecaitiff, a liar, and a
coward, and held up to the scorn of
his countrymen,

#¥ was charged, in brief, that
Sehley, while in éommand of the Fly-
ing Squadron, had been guilty of gross
delay, and had shown a dispesition to
keep out of the way of the Spanish
fleet, and thafl in the battle itself he
had tried to run away from them.

| Down east, in Hastings county, is
the little town of Bridgewater. . It
was once a /place of more than ordin-
ary note, being brought ifito existence
by one of the strangest gold finds and
crazes in the history of the continent.

Bridgewater was at ‘that time near-
hly forty miles from the nearest rail-
road, and its present site was nothing
but a wilderness; but inside of six
months that wilderness, once burned-
over and barren, was converted into a
substantial town of nearly five thou-
sand people. In digging a shaft
a mile south of the town site an im-
mense quarry of the purest white
marble was found, and from this the
town was practically built. Hotel,
church, sé¢hool, court house, and pri-
vate dwellings were constructed en-
tirely of white marble, and a mile
north of the town are an abandoned
axe factory and grist mill, whose
foundations are constructed of the
same heautiful material. In this re-
spect the little village is unique. And
now comes the strangest part of the
story. During the building of the
town, thousands of men

nels were driven—some of them nearly
a hundred feet deep—but there was
never enough gold found to pay the
cost of a single shaft. “Gold in On-
tario, in Hastings county,” lives only
in tradition—and in the public sehool
geography.
