—They Put up a Wild Fight..... THOMAS STONE & SON.... London, March 6. — After midnight 
Mir. Balfour applied the closure on the

"Gag, gag," and refused to leave the 
house when the division was taken. 
The shairman twice asked them to re­
tire to the division lobby but they 
shouted "Certainly not."

They shouted defiance. The deputy

The benches be­
low the gangway on the opposition 
side were a mass of mad and struggl­
ing humanity. Several policemen were 
struck with fists. Free fights between 
the police and the members were fair­
ly general.

As Mr. M Hugh was being carried 
out—his underclothes showing where 
the outer garments had been torn 
away in the struggle-Mr. Flavin 
shouted from the back benches, "Nne- 
teen policemen to remove one Irish- 
man,’ and cries of “Shame," were 
heard from the opposite benches.

The speaker then ordered the re- 
moval of the others. Amid renewed 
bowls of execration the police grap­
pled with them and carried them by 
arms and legs over the benches and 
out of the house. While Mr. Done-lan 
was being removed the Nationalists 
rose and sang “God save Ireland." 
Mr. Flavin shouted against the Union- 
ists, who set silent in their seats dur­
ing the scene, “You will be carried 
out of South Africa in the same way."

There were still about fifty Irish- 
men when the committee resumed, 
but they refused to appoint any tell­
ers for a division. The Nationalists 
jeered Mr. Balfour and the other min­
isters as they left the building.
