NOMINATION SPEECHES.

\lu\nr Howard thanked the electors for having
élected him as mayor of the town of Guelph for
1879, by ac: clamation. They had done the same
thing last year, and he felt thankful for these
matks of their esteem and.approbation of his
conduct for the past year. The press, which was
very enterprising, had told ﬂn-m fll councillors
did and a great deal that they did not do, during
the past year, and so they ought to be pretty
well posted. While disc| hnrgmg the duties of
mayor for 1878 he had given great attention te
what was required of himw, and had striven to do
his duty. There had been differences of opinion
expressed throughout- the year, especially about
the Amoskeag engine, but hF was _satisfied that
the right had been done in‘the end. With re-
gard to the water works he was of opinion
that the electers should elecf. men who would go
on with that work. One great reason why this
should be done was that there were a great many
men out of work, who would be employed if the
water works ‘«hrmn were ‘carried throngh. Therc
was 110w no great amount of money to be spent
on the streets, aud the prospects were that little
building unuld be done this ensuing year. He
referred to the fact that no greater misfortune
could happen in any town than numbers of its
inhabitants going without work, and he thought
the $20,000 or ,000 to be spont i labor on
the water works would do much to ke€p men ém-
ploye »din Guelph till the return of better times,
in the absence of all other kinds of work. He
reminded them that when the water works were
completed there would be a revenue arising from
the water works, it would result as a saving in
insurance, and the payment of the $70,000 was
extended over thirty years: Within the last two
years enough property had been burned in Guelph
to pay the entire cost of the water works, which
would furnish additional protection to property
from fire. He considered that the 'commission-
ers had made a good bargain for piping, and was
sure that if the construction of the water- works

e delayed for two years the cost would be “in-
creased at least tlnrly per cent. It wasall very
well for gentlemen who owned a’large amount of
property to come and talk against the scheme.
Their tenants paid the taxes, however, and the
great burden would fall on them.  They had
said #”great deal that wds not true at the meet-
urday night, and ratepayers should bhe&*

judging on these natters. He
was favor of the scheme being . car-
ried out, and although he was not there to advo-
cate the claims of any man, he would advise them
to elect commissioners who would carry out the
work. He would only say a.word or twe respec-
ting their county relations. Probably during the
ensuing year the very important question of
separation from the county would come up, and
he would remind them that they gave a good
deal to the county and got very little in return.
He did not attach any blame to their representa-
tives in the county councjl, but he would say that
$8,200 was the town's, quota this \anr
eounty cou cil. gon_ wae o yers
matter, an between Kon nud. the tig
they would Ue crequircd=s votc on ity
payers should wne it their most earnest consider-
ation.
