WAR NËWS.

A cross dug and a prominent merchant had 
an encounter oo Main street, a day or two 
ago.

A despatch Sunday morning from the Im­
perial hgqdquartera, stated that the Turks 
had to make desperate efforts to recapture 
Gravitza redoubt, making seven ineffectual 
assaults and losing 10,000 men.

A correspondent with the Montenegrins 
says : “ Presjeka surrendered to us after 
twenty-four hours’ bombardment. It is re­
ported that the garrison of Bilek desires to 
surrender.”

It is stated that Turkey being unable to 
supply additional troops to act against Mon­
tenegro, orders hgye tye.en rapt tq the general 
commanding to keep more on the defensive, 
It is announced that the Montenegrins in­
tend to march on Trebirge and Spuz.

A correspondent recounts a visit to the 
Gravetza redoubt, showing it is almost un­
tenable, the approach being swept by the 
Turkish fire from a redoubt only 250 yards 
distant. On Wednesday the interior of Gra­
vitza redoubt was still piled with the dead and 
wounded in ghastly indigtingujshablenese, 
the fire of the Turks having prevented thp 
approach of surgens and litter beareis.

overwhelmed and great numbers of wounded 
are literally rotting and festering. As for 
the Roumanian army, its surgical arrange­
ments are utterly inadequate* The corres­
pondent doubts whether the attack on Plevna 
can succeed even after the arrival of the Guard. 
Iq spite of strong Iiuasan sympathies, he con­
siders that the Turks surpass the Russians 
both as private soldiers and generals. The 
Russians position in Sohipka Pass is precau­
tions, both because qf the force threatening 
it and of impending trouble to communica­
tions.
