peltries, returned with seven natives
to France. The two captains from
Dieppe were Jean Aubert and Jean
Verassen, Jacqnes Donys aud the
Parmentier brothers soon followed
in their track, and Jean Verassen
tetured not only to t.uch cur
shores at many poiots batl to disw
oover the Huadson before Hudson
was boro, and pay the first recorded
vigit to Coney I:land.

Joan Versssen was the Frenoh
form of (@Giovanni da Verszgino,
who, like Columbus, Amerigo and
Cabot, was a native of Iwmly., A
soientific geographer and oalaralist
a8 well a8 trained seaman, he "had
been at (wenty-sight, captain of &
vessel at Dieppe, then one of the
most important' French ports. Res
tarning to France with Aubert, be
offered his servicos (o Francis I,
who sent bim in 1523, again from
Dieppe, to discover a westward
passage to Catbay. After many
mishaps he sighted land wporth of
Cape May on May 10, 1524, whiok
he called “Dieps, a new lacd never
before seen by men,” Saiiling vortb-
ward he landed and spent three
days at wbat would seem from hi¢
brother's map to bs Accomas
peninsula, In April be passed
Sandy Hook, which he named Cape
Muary, and entered Niw York
barbor, wbieh be compares to s
beaatiful luke, What corrcsponds
to Coney Island on the map of his
disooverigs he called Augouleme,
the name of Francis I's oountship ;
he ohristened Block Island Louise,
after the Kiog's mother; and Point

His is
the first desoription of New York
and Narragansett bays, ot the
White Moantaios and the islands off
the Maine Coas!, which he bhappily
compares to those of Illyria.

Gowez, & Spaniard, landing at
Labrador, ocoasted southward to
Florida, scarching also for a west—
ward passage to Cathay. He
voticed Cape Cod, Narragansett
Bay, the Hudson, which be named
San Antonio, and the Delaware;
and he ‘“tonched” at various points
of our northern cosst, From 15Q8,
and perhaps 1504, French skippers
were seldom absent from our waters,
They ascended as far a3 Albany,
and in 1540 built & fort wvear the
present southern limits of the city.
This is mentioned by Jean Albe—
fonce in the journal of his voyage
of 1542, He had ocome with
Admiral Roberval to the relief of
Jacques Oartier, who bad wintered
at Montreal in. 1535. Such an
enterprising mariner as Cartier
could not have failed to- oross the
river and ‘tonoch our northern terri=
tory duriog his long sojourn on the
other side,

Albefonce was the first to explore
in detail the shores of Massachusetts
Bay, 1542, He montions several
Frenchmen who bad traded far up
the Hudson River, and when in
1614 a Datoh syndicate applied to
the Netherlands Government for a
license to trade on the Hudson, théy
forwarded memoranda which state
that the French had discovered the
river and traded there with the Mo
bawks long before Hudson's arrival.
But San Antonio does not seem to
have fastened to the Hudson.

Norumbegs, & name whose origin is

Years.

The Retreat of Antaric Glaciation
and Drayson’s Theory—M:jor

ton’s Report.

Msjor R. A. Marriott, Governor
of H. M. Prison, Obelmsford, and
late of the Royal Marine Artillery,
who served with distinotion in the
Soudan, 1885, sends us an .interest.
ing letter on the subject of Dray-
son’s theory of the cause of the
Glacial Epoch apropos of Lient.
Shackleton’s reports of the Polar
Ice Cap. It will interest the
soientific reader, and we recommend
the unscientific reader to impale an
orange upon a lady’s hat pin, and
with this endeavour to follow the
argument, Msjr Marriott writes:
“The observations of the recent
Antarotio expedition regarding the
retreat of Polar ice ounght to re-
vive the theory of the late Major~
General Drayson regarding the
second rotation of the earth.
““According to Drayson in his
“Thirty Thousand Years of the
Earth’s Past History, the earth has
& secqnd rotation, whereby the
northern semi-axis of the earth
desoribes a conical movement round
& point in the beavens removed som
6 deg, from the Pole star. This
movement is, of course, partaken
by Lbe southern semi-axis. The
effect of this movement is to oanse
the earth’s axis to vary in its in-
clination to the eoliptio, so that the
obliquity of the ecliptic ohanges
from a minimum of 23 deg, toa
maximam of 35deg.

“If this movement of the semi-
axis of tho earth does take place the
resulti§a gradual obange from a
periog of extreme condiliona yearly
of a tropical summer and an arorio
winter in the temperate latitudes of
both hemispheres, to yesrg of more
genial conditiona of cooler summers
and warmer winters.” At the cold-
est time of this oyole circle, &s has
been 8 ated, would extend to our
latitnde; namely, 54 deg, 34 min,
13.¢0., and would include Rogland,
and tbus we have all the conditions
produced by which glaciers cuvered
Eogland from Scotland and Wales
to the coast of Norfolk, and by
which boulders. were dropped from
icebergs as far south as Roguar.

Binaliy, in 9000 A.D,, the now
habituble lands of the middle lati-
tades will be agai_q invaded by an-
othgr abges of ice, probably more
exlensive than the former one.
