Any person who is the sole head of »
1amily, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a qusarter section of
svailable Dominion lacd in Manitobs,
Saskatchuwan’ or Alberta. The appli-
cant must appear in person ot the Do-
minion Lands, Agency or Bub-ageney
for the district. Euoiry by proxy may
be made at any agency, om certéiv
eonditions by fasther, mother, som,
daughter, brother or siater of intending
homesteader.

Dutiss—8ix monthe’ residence upon
and ecultivation of the land in each of
three yoars. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homeatead on
s farm of at least 80 acres sclely owned
and occupied by <im or by his fatber,
mother, son, daunghter, brother or sis-
ter.
