Heartrending Occurrence on the 
River Thames.

- Perhaps the most fearful Calamity 
that ever betel a community in Canada, 
happened at London, on Tuesday last, 
in the capsizing of the pleasure steamer 
Victoria, (caused by overloading; and 
the loss of about 200 lives of the human 
freight. From the Advertiser we glean 
the following particulars:-

For a few moments <>ur reporter re­
mained with the throng «-n the upper 
deck, but because of the lient and crush 
he went below where circumstances were 
but little better. Every few moments 
little waves ebbed in on the floor of the 
deck near the centre, but nothing more 
than a laugh avis excited when the 
water touched some person's feet.

The passing row boats anu steamers at­
tracted constant attention; the crowd 
swayed first north and then south ; at 
each moment the water came in deeper 
on either side of the lower deck, and tin- 
ally, at times, reached . the depth of six 
and eight inches. Several times the offi­
cers in charge urged the people to remain 
quiet. It proved of no avail, and when 
one side dipped to an alarming extent; 
orders Avcre given to move across. The 
anchor and other lieavv articles Avere 
piled in the middle of the decks. Still 
the oscillating motion continued. No 
one seemed to foresee danger. Our re­
porter took his stand on a stool near the 

. centre of the hover deck, south side, and 
though several times asked to itiovo to 
another place, did not do so, feeling 
rather tired with the walk about Spring- 
bank. A dozen ur more others were 
sitting on the railing near by when sud­
denly the water rushed to the depth of 
more than a foot. At this juncture 
point had been reached in the river at 
the bend about a/juarter of a mile west 
of the Cove Bridge where the stream is 
wide and deep. The route vf the steam 
ur lay a little more than quarter flic 
distance over the river. Just as the 
heavy influx of water alluded to above 
took place, the excursionists with a few 
exceptions, one being our reporter, 
surged to the north and the boat slowly 
heaved over. For a. "couple of seconds 
there was a deathly stillness, only to be 
followed by a suppressed Avail of terror 
as the dreadful truth Hashed upon their 
minds. The deck floor became eletated 
to an angle not far from the perpendicu­
lar when all at once the supports of the 
upper deck gave way with a terrible 
crash on account <>f the unnatural pos­
ition and the great weight imposed. 
Oyer the railings the people tumbled in 
hundreds headlong into the deep water, 
and to make terror more terrible the 
whole of the upper deck and supports 
went crashing down upon the wretvnod 
victims, tearing and bruising live strug­
gling mass of humanity, which thus be­
came fastened in a dreadful watery 
tomb.

Our reporter, fearing an explosion .of 
the boiler and being well able to swim, 
sprang into the river, setting out for the 
northern shore, but after going nearly 
one-third of the distance returned, all 
clangers of explosion seeming to be sub­
sided. With the aid,of a rope he clam- 
hared upon the hulk <>f the now ruined 
Victoria. The scene baffles all descrip­
tion. Here and there the water was 
dotted Avitli people battling with the 
element that slowly but surely became 
their grave. Some struggled terribly for 
a moment ur so, then sank, while their 
hats or other light goods floated away 
with the bubbles that told of the last 
gasp. Between the hulk and the shore 
a most appalling scene .met the gaze of 
every spectator, where, beneath the roof 
and broken timbers, the death agonies 
u£ between one . and two hundred souls 
were undergone.
