Director of Marconi Wire-
less Co. Had an Unsavory
Reputation in London in His
Paper, the New Witness. .

London, June 8—A! verdict of guilty
was today returned against Cecil
Chesterton, the brother of Gilbert K.
Chesterton, the famous author, at the
central criminal court on a charge of
criminal libel. This is one of the
most serious results of the so-called
Marconi scandals. Chesterton Wm
now probably have to serve a jail
sentence though it 1s more than likely
that the result of the trial will have
served its purpose and that the sen-
tence will be merely nominal

Cresterton, who is the editor of a
paper known as The New Witness,
which is only a little more than a year
old, having been the successor to The
Eye-Witness, was charged with libel-
ling Godfrey Charles Isaacs, brother
of Sir Rufus, the solicitor-general, and
managing director of the Marconi
Wireless company. Among the other
statements which were made by Ches-
terton were that Isaacs was well
known to have a bad reputation in
London, These and ether aspersions

had he been unmasked, might have
been sentenced to-a-similar fate.
