When it assem­
bled at Berlin under the constitution as 
quoted representatives were present 
from the Knights of Labor, and num­
erous unions known as independent or 
national bodies, which are purely Cana­
dian. and not in affiliation with interna­
tional organizations of the same call­
ings.

Detroit, Sept.24.—Alonzo Jamieson, ot 
SOS Michigan avenue, was astonished 
last Sunday to hear the following 
words sung by the childish voice of 
Mary Ann Jamieson, his 14-year-old 
daughter, as she lay almost at the 
point of death in her little bedroom:

“Once in the evening twilight I dream­
ed a happy dream;

Methought I was in heaven above and 
saw- its crystal gleam;

And calm amid the glory there stood 
a singer fair, z

Who through the stillness of the night 
sent forth this song of prayer.”

The voice was sweet, and soft, 
and the father listened, half- 
afraid at the sick girl's unwonted 
action, while the little one sang the 
chorus of the song and repeated the 
second stanza.

Then the father tiptoed into the 
room where the child lay, suffering 
from the dread scarlet fever. The 
child had a look of happiness on her 
face and seemed calmly and with re­
signation to await the summons of 
death, which would come like the 
voice of the singer in the song the 
child had repeated.

The father remonstrated a little 
with his daughter, because he thought 
she might strain herself when the 
crisis of the disease was approaching, 
but the child only smiled. Four hours 
later her heart, weakened by the pres­
ence of disease, ceased beating.

Little Mary Ann Jamieson was a 
child with a host of friends in the 
west side. She was a juvenile elocu­
tionist of promise and talent and 
spoke at many entertainments. She 
was a pupil of Charles Benson's, and

also possessed a sweet voice, and her 
father had arranged a splendid future 
for her.

The funeral of the child was held

London, Sept. 25. — The tone and

CONVICTED OF TREACHERY.
A dispatch from Cape Town says 

that Ernest Henshel, a German sub­
ject, has been convicted of treachery 
and sentenced by a military court at 
Pretoria to ten years’ imprisonment at 
hard labor. Last March, after having 
taken the oath of neutrality, Henshel 
started for Germany, carrying with 
him a number of Kaffir curiosities, 
among which were found, when the 
curiosities were examined at the fron­
tier, certain documents addressed by 
Commandant Beyer t6 former Presi­
dent Kruger and Dr. Leyds, the Boer 
representative in Europe. The prison­
er pleaded ignorance as to the contents 
of the documents, but admitted that 
he had been promised $5,000 for deliv­
ering them.

AT A STANDSTILL.

ETHIOPIAN MOVEMENTS.
The Cape Town correenondent of the 

Times says the Archbishop of Cape 
Town, speaking in a native college for 
the sons of chiefs, emphasized the dis­
tinction which, he said, existed be­
tween a loyal body called Ethiopian 
Order of the Anglican Church and the 
so-called Ethiopian movement engin­
eered from America by educated ne­
groes, which is regarded here with 
grave anxiety by all persons who are 
acquainted with native Africans. The 
American Methodist Episcopal Church 
authorities deny that their mission has 
any political significance, but there Is 
strong evidence to the contrary.

NEW ZEALAND LOAN.
A Wellington dispatch says the act­

ing treasurer of New Zealand refuses 
to inform Parliament how his Gov­
ernment is raising its new loan. The 
treasurer has simply said New Zealand 
could afford to snap its fingers at the 
London money market.

QUEENSLAND MAY SECEDE.
Hon. Robert Philp, prime minister 

of Queensland, announced that the 
question of secession from the Com­
monwealth of Australia will be a vital 
one at the next federal elections in 
Queensland. He is convinced that if 
the state returns members to the fed­
eral parliament pledged to submit 
Queensland to a continued inclusion 
in the referendum, secession will con­
stitutionally follow. He does not be­
lieve that 20 per cent of the electors 
will support such inclusion. He ex­
pects the support of New South Wales 
and Western Australia, both of which 
are satisfied with the present condi­
tions.

Toronto, Sept. 25.—An extraordinary 
case from Brantford came up yester­
day morning at Osgoode Hall.

Sept. 25.—The grand jury at 
the criminal assizes have brought in 
true bills against Louis D. Bailey and 
Harvey Rum men, two former em­
ployes of the Toronto Street Railway 
Company, charging them with the 
theft of money and tickets from the 
company. There are thirteen of such 
against ns many men, and some of 
them are charged with more than one 
offense. These cases are known as the 
“digger" cases, whereby money and 
tickets were pulled out of th? fare 
boxes with the aid of a small piece of 
steal called a digger.

Roberts Pronounces Piactice a Dis 
grace to the Army.

London, Sept. 25. — As an out­
come of the recent Gregson incident, 
Earl Roberts, commander-in-chief of 
forces, has notified all commanding of­
ficers of the necessity of suppressing 
with a strong hand any such practices 
as “ragging,” which he declares to be a 
disgrace to the army and most perni­
cious and prejudicial to the whole 
spirit of discipline. Earl Roberts de­
clares that officers tv ho show zeal and 
love for their profession deserve all 
honor and encouragement, and threat- 
ents severely to punish in the future 
any cases similar to the Gregson case 
which are reported to him.

Second Lieut. Gregson, of the Second 
Life Guards, was known to be a hard 
worker and efficient officer «and pop­
ular A-ith his men. On the night of July 
21 a number of officers of the regiment 

1 chased Lieut. Gregson out of his quar- 
! fers, hunted him through the barracks 
i with whips, ducked him in a horse- 

trough, and later wrecked his quarters 
and destroyed is kit. The only ex­
planation of this treatment was that 

seized his poc- Lieut. Gregson was socially undesir- 
1 able. The lieutenant received his com­

mission Feb. 15 last. A military court 
waa ! of inquiry investigated his persecution, 

and it has been reported that two lieu­
tenants probably will be cashiered as a 
result of the escapade.

Hughes, M. P., left this morning for 
Prince Albert and Edmonton to re­
sume his duties -with the Canadian 
Northern Construction Company. The 
colonel has been detained in the east a 
couple of weeks by the serious ilness 
of Miss Hughes, who is now out of 
danger, and was yesterday brought 
home to town rom the summer cottage 
at Fenelon Falls.
