Their record of only one 
failure in fifty years could not be 
equaled by any other, and in that one 
instance no creditor lost a dollar.

Chicago is an instance of the latter. 
There, as a result of popular agita­
tion, a committee of the city council 
has drafted a railroad electrification 
bill, which the Legislature will be 
asked to pass into law. The measure 
is regarded as in line with industrial 
sanitary and aesthetic development in 
other parts of the country, and as re­
flecting the scientific and civic progress 
of the age. It provides that within 
three years’ time every railroad enter­
ing the city must use,instead of steam, 
a motive power that produces neither 
soot nor smoke.

The experiments with electrification 
which have thus far been made by pro­
gressive railroads are said to be prov­
ing eminently satisfactory.The change 
of motive power has been put to this 
test on the New York Central and the 
New Haven and Hartford lines, with 
excellent results, and electricity is to 
be tried on some of the Pacific Coast 
lines and terminals. Only recently 
the announcement was made that the 
electrification of the main line of the 
Pennsylvania Railroad had been de­
cided on. Already sixty miles between 
Camden and Atlantic City, in New

In Italy, which 
has the distinction of being first to 
electrify a long-distance main line, 
electric traction is being adopted on 
several mountain roads, while in 
Switzerland the question of electrifi­
cation is under consideration of the 
Government, which owns and operates 
the electric system, and has decided, in 
principle, to do away with steam 
power.
