Once a star ball player, one of those 
who study the inside workings of the 
game, Doyle is well equipped to judge up. 
to-date methods on the diamond. Having 
caught behind the bat before he develop- 
ed into a crack first baseman, he is well 
qualified to discriminate between balls 
and strikes. Still an athlete, fleet of foot 
and a quick thinker, Doyle, it is thought, 
will render base decisions promptly, and 
will always be in close touch with the 
bags. As a ball player Doyle possessed 
a fiery temper. He had no consideration 
for a so-called incompetent umpire. He 
kicked vigorously whenever he thought a 
decision was unfairly rendered against 
his team, and it made no difference whe- 
ther the best or the poorest judges of play 
handed down the verdict. Doyle was fre- 
quently fined and banished from the field, 
but he kept on kicking right up to the 
last day of his career as a player.
DOYLE FREQUENTLY
CLASHED WITH LYNCH.
