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ArchitectsReady For effective expression.
The latter is not less important than 

the former. It is very desirable that 
there should not be any unnecessary suf­
fering but it is not less desirable that 
the fortunate should be awakened to 
their obligations to improve the condi­
tions of their less fortunate fellows.

The greatest moral calamity that could 
befall the race would be the recognition 
of selfish individualism as the legitimate 
pivot of human action, and perhaps 
there is no form of moral degradation 
which the conditions of modern life are 
more likely to produce. And it seems 
to me that of all the agencies likely to 
present such a calamity, none are better 
adapted to the purpose than those which 
call attention to the needs of suffering 
ones and thus awaken human sympathy 
in their behalf. For unless the lowest 
in their behalf. For until the lowest 
man hearts will respond to the eloquent 
appeal of physical suffering.

It is fitting therefore that every one 
interested in the welfare of our city- 
should by every means in his power en­
courage you in the prosecution of your 
work. Its beneficial influences are not 
confined to the wards of the hospital; 
they touch everyone who hears of your 
beneficial activities, aud tney bless those 
who respond to vour appeals.

It will certainly increase public in-
6 96 terest in your work where it is learned
7 75 that you have already in hand over $2,- 

000 towards the cost of erecting a ward 
for sick children, and that your plans 
include the complete furnishing of it for 
the accommodation -of twelve patients. 
There is surety nothing more pathetic 
than suffering children, and it seems to 
me that to no higher use, to no better 
cause could wealth be devoted than in 
the effort to bring some glint of bright­
ness into the life of suffering childhood.

It is a distinguishing mark of Chris­
tian civilization that in it children are 
objects of peculiar care, and that the 
weakest, the most unfit, the least prom­
ising of them are those which receive 
the greatest amount of attention. We 
know that it was not always so, that in 
some nations '.the weak or defective child­
ren were cast out to die. Happily the 
better conception is ours, and the pro­
posal is to embody this conception in 
the contemplated ward.

scientists has reason to regret the ex­
tinction of its specks. The great auk 
is another extinct bird, and the white 
natch^ almost immediately behind the 
beak is, says Mr. Westel, a very prom* 
inent set-off to what he calls a first-class 
beak.

The flamingo’s bill is quite curious, 
and woe betide the unwary fish which it 
captures—there is no return ticket to 
tbe river. The toucan’s beak is rela­
tively enormous, serrated along the free 
edge, enabling its possessor to obtain a 
firmer grasp of the fruits on which it 
feeds.

The curious homed bill of the rhino­
ceros hombill is about 10 Inches long, 
and of a yellowish white in color; the 
upper mandible red at the base, the 
lower black, and the horn at the top * 
varied with black and white.

Perhaps the pelican’s bill is as strange 
as any of those illustrated ; long, broa d, 
flattened, and straight, with, a hooked 
projection at the end of the upper man­
dible. To see these birds jphiuge their 
long beaks and necks under water, and 
net the- fish in their capacious pouches, 
is most interesting: and the dimensions 
of the pouch may be imagined from the 
fact that it can contain uearlv two gal­
lons of water. Yet the bird has the 
power of contracting this membranous 
expansion bv wrinkling it up under the 
lower mandible until it is scarcely to be seen.

TO FORTIFY SYDNEY.

Canada’s Eastern Coal Supply at Present 
Unprotected.

From Montreal Witness.

Mr. George H. Dobson, a distinguished 
member of the North Sydney Board of 
Trade, Is well known as a writer upon 
transportation and other commercial ques­
tions, and his able pamphlet entitled ‘‘Mod­
ern Transportation and Atlantic Express 
Tracks,” has been widely read. Mr. Dob­
son Is passing throng 1 ».lic c:tv, and duri.ig 
a conversation with a Witness representa­
tive, he pointed out the extreme importance 
of fortifying Sydney harbor. Sydney, as 
we all know, has advanced by leaps and 
bounds, and its development during the 
past two years reads more like a fairy ta'e 
than the record of actual accompllsameut. 
An enormous amount of money has been 
spent upon the development of the Iron 
and steel Industry, and Mr. Dobson says 
that these works will pay out annually 
In the near future some $6,000,000 In labor 
and materials. Its strategical position and 
its almost Inexhaustible supply of coal are 
still, however, the predominating factors 
of its supreme importance to the Dominion.

“In the old days,” say Mr. Dobson, “the 
strength of Halifax was essential to the 
safety of Canada, but in these days It is 
the protection of the coal supply. which 
must be Insured. Tthe change from sail to 
steam makes the fuel supply for the navy 
and commerce the fundamental condition 
of success, and practically all of our east­
ern supply is concentrated at Cape Breton. 
It will be remembered that the want of coal 
crippled the Spanish fleet during the war 
with the United States, and If the coal 
supply were cut off at Nova Scotia, it might 
easily be disastrous to the British navy If 
a future battle were fought at the entrance 
to the St. Lawrence, and also to Eastern 
Canada. England has fortified most of 
"her coaling stations around the world, but 
her coal mines on the Atlantic seaboard 
are quite unprotected. In any future war. 
the destruction of the Gape Breton coal 
supply would be the first object of the 
tenemy, and as the machinery in all is ex­
posed, Irreparable damage could be done 
by a torpedo boat or a fast cruiser in a 
few hours. The mines could be rendered 
^unworkable for a year or * The time has come,” said Mr. Dobson, 
“when Sydney harbor, commanding the St. 
Lawrence, ought to be made an imperial 
Canadian port, equipped with modern 
means of dofence. The coal centres are 
Sprlnghlll, Pietou and the Sydneys, and 
these ate hi no way protected by the Hali­
fax fortifications. Springhill 
stroyed from the Bay of Fundy, Plctou 
from Nortih/umbe'riand' Strait* and the 
great mines at the Sydneys, which are the 
main supply from the principal entrance 
to the St. Lawrence. The enemy might 
not be able to hold these points, but the 
destruction of the pit heads and the pump­
ing machinery would mean the lo«=s in most 
cases of the mines for months and perhaps 
years. Whether the enemy was a European 
power or powers, -or the United States, the 
cutting off of the. coal supply would be 
equally Irreparable, particularly to Ontario 
and Quebec. It would mean a coal famine, 
as coal Is a contraband of war. It must 
also be remembered that our opponent 
would operate against Canada through the 
St. Lawrence. *

“If provision must be made for receiving 
an enemy, and surely that necessity is very 
apparent, then there lh only one base of 
operation which In time of emergency 
would be efficient. That point Is Spanish 
Bay. comprising the port of Sydney and 
North Sydney. On the shores of that great 
position are the most Important coal mines 
In Canada, the blast furnaces, the steel 
works, and presently the shipbuilding, 
representing material manufactured. The 
anchorage of North Sydney roads Is really a 
sheltered arm of the sea. and for miles tbe 
channel to the head of the harbor Is 
straight. It is ten miles long and averages 
two miles wide, and Is deep all the way. 
It Is some twelve miles from the sea light 
to the head of the port of Sydney, on the 
sonth arm. Here Is the ilecessary space 
for the assembling of a large fleet.
