One of Agreemknts May Be to
Pay Dominion Percéntage
of Receipts.

WAS SUSESTED FOR PREVIOUS TREATY

Expected That Clause Will Be
Inserted in New Treaty Giv-
ing Canada Rights.

It is understood that one of the copdi-
tions of the proposed new pelagic seal-
ing modus vivendi reported in these col-
amns. to be almost concluded between
the British ambassador at Washington,

Seaftle, July 18.—A. ghastly find was
made by the party of campers. consist-
%of Vineent Harper, of Victoria, who
been lately resident at Seattle, Dr,
SethC Maker, Sevey Maker and Frank
G. Ha ok, while making an ascent fo
Mount Eleanor. According to the state-
ments of the members of fhe party,
they followed the beaten trail until they
arrived within one thousand feet of the
summit of the loftiest peak. At that
point they decided to save time in mak-
ing the ascent by’ seeking a more direct
route to the apex of the cra, in view
After painfolly working their
through the almost :mpeuefmble tast-
nesses of the fourth highest peak in the
Olympie range,  they were upon  the
verge of dlscontuminfll their efforts to
reach the objective point over any other
than the regular blaged trail, when a
man ‘named Ellis, who hails from - Los
Angeles, discovered human bones which
were. entirely. devoid of flesh.

FIRE AT ARROWHEAD.

A despateh from. Arrowhead, dated
July 12th, says:  Fire which broke out
in the general store of Read & Young at
this place early this morning spread rap-
idly despite all efforts to stem its prog-
ress, and at daylight this morning the
whole business seétion of Arrowhead
was practically in ruins.

The loss altzogether w:ll amount to
between $40,000 and $50,000, and it is
not known yet just what amount of in-
suhance was carried by the owners of
the buildings, destroyed.

The origin. of the fire is. a mystery,
but it is believed that it started in Read
& Young’s store. The flames were first
noticel at about 2 o'clock this morming.
A general alarm. wae raised, and all the
residents of Arrowhead turned out to
fight the flames. Half an hour after
the fire was discovered it had Read &
Young’s store almost in ruins, and short-
Iy after that the wind, which was blow-
ing fairly strongly. £rom , the lake, car-
ried sparks #%e smonndmg structures,
and many caught fire.

The buildings- destroyed were Read
& Young; stores €. B. Hume, store; W.
. Dumphy, store; George Cha ﬁmsn.
cigar store; Union Hotel; City
and the residences. of Mr.,
and Mrs. Kerr. *

Some of the stocke carried in the
burned stores were saved, but the ma-
jority of the gouods were burned. The
stocks . saved were taken from the
buildings before they had caught fire.

All the burned-out merchants declare
that it is their intention to rebuild im-
‘mediately, and already some of them
are fi~uring on orders for lumber to be
placed ~ith local mills.
