The Bricklayers isd the Bosses Co
Agreement—The Other Differences.

The conference between the committees 
representing the bosses and the bricklayers has 
resulted in an amicable settlement of the diffl* 
culties existing between those bodies. The 
situation was discussed for five hours last 
night by the committees, and a settlement was 
finally arrived at upon this basis:

“The bricklayers are to be paid 33J cents per 
hour from June 1, 1887, for a period not longer 
than three years from that date, or till such 
time between April 1 and June 1, 1890, as the ar­
bitrators to 
are also em 
and whose
bodies. Two arbitrators are to 
and in the event of thoir failure to come to an 
agreement they may appoint an umpire. Should 
they fail to agree upon an umpire the County 
Judge will be asked to act or to appoint one. 
The arbitrators will likewise have authority to 
deliberate upon all matters likely to culminate 
in ^strike. The present boycott on both sides 
is to be withdrawn and declared at an end. No 
change is to be made in the bricklayers' wages 
unless three months’ notice has been given by 
the party desiring it, and it must be given in 
accordance with the decision of the arbitrators.’

The agreement was signed by Lionel Yorke, 
John Lucas. Fred Brown, A. W. Godson, K. 
Farquhar. George Wright and Frank Powell, 
representing the master builders, and by 
James Lucas, Andrew McCormick. Thomas 
Turner, Benjamin Loeman, Robert Robinson, 
Herbert Elgie, Robert Johnson and Henry 
Chapman, on behalf of tbo Bricklayers’ Union.

The Carpenters' Union claim that 450 of the 
strikers have been given work at the new rate, 
permits for that number having been granted 
oy the Secretary of the Strike Committee. Mr. 
Marshall of the East End sent in hie agree­
ment yesterday to pay the new rates.

The plasterers declare they are complying 
the conditions of their agreement entered 

into last year and that due notice was given to 
their bosses of the demand. They assert that 
the master plasterers, in view of their dsrm&nd, 
have put on an extra 6 per cent, on recent con­
tracts so as to meet the demand of the men.

The Ondenlonk Award.
The Public Accounts Committee met this 

morning, when the transfer of the rolling stock 
of the Onderdonk section of the Canadian 
Pantile Railway was fully-gone Into. Messrs. 
C. Schreiber, Chief Engineer of Government 
Railways, Smith and Haney were examined by 
Mr. Mulock, M.P.

From the evidence of the former It 
seems that the award made to Contractor 
Onderdonk by the official arbitrator» on 

the transfer was $71065. Thle 
amount was not accepted, Onderdonk claiming 
that it was inadequate. An attempt to get the 
arbitrators to reconsider their award was then 
made. Two members of the board refused to 
reopett Iho case, but the other consented, pay­
ing British Columbia a visit for the purpose of 
obtaining further evidence. The award made 
by this latter arbitrator for about $20.200 was 
paid over to Mr. Onderdonk as a settlement in 
full, with tjie exception of an allowance for ex­

I may now quote a few figures to show that 
those who think commercial union would de­
populate Toronto are quite mistaken. Michi­
gan has 58,000 square miles of territory With a 
population of 1,700,000, and possessing IS citl 
of over 10,000 inhabitants, or altogether a popu­
lation of 345,000 in those cities. Ontario Jex- 
eluding the new territory) has 95,000 square 
miles, a population of 1,900,000, with 11 cities of 
over 10.000 people, the united population of 
those cities being 292.000. The State Of Michi­
gan is the worst one of the states with which a 

parison with Ontario oould be made, and 
yet it showed greatly in favor of Michi­
gan and . its cities. Taking. Ohio, the 
comparison was still more favorable in support 
of the theory that free trade would not depopu­
late Toronto. That state with 41.0-30 square 
miles and a total population or 3,000,000 has 
twenty cities with a combined popalatiou of 
954,000. That state is a very little older than 
Ontario and has had|to fight against the com­
petition of the New England States. They 
figures show Toronto will not be depopulated. 
We ought to discuss this question on the prin­
ciple of the greatest good to the greatest num­
ber. One-half the people of Canada are farmers 
and ono-quarter are engaged in pursuits 
entirely dependent on that class. So that in 
numbers and in the matter of production th 
are to bo considered first, and they aie 
earnest about this question and they have 
only one opinion about it. They Want to send 
their wool and cattle, barley and horses to the 
United States. To show what advantage this 
freedom of trade would be to the fariner I will 
take one article, viz^ eggs. Last year we ex­
ported to the States, free of duty, fl,720.000 
worth, while our manufactures war not more 
than one-half in excess of that. The barnyard 
fowls have produced two-thirdsas much wealth 
for exportation as the manufacturers of this 
country have! Give our manufacturers a larger 
field and their exportations will increase like­
wise.

I have been looking into this question, and I 
havo made up my mind it will, be of advantage 
to us all round. We will double our popula­
tion in ten years. I believe free intercourse as 
expressed in the resolution is the very thing 
needed. [Applause.]

Opposition the Frail of Time,
Mr. William Thomson (hardware) thought 

the more the questionx is discussed the 
more opponents will be made against com­
mercial union. The farmers of Canada get as 
gOod prices as those of New York State. Com­
mercial union will not raise the price bf wheat 
one cent per bushel, as the United States have 
an over-supply of their own. He was opposed 
to the introduction of the National Policy be­
cause he was afraid of an over-production. 
He did not know whether that was the case, 
but at all events it is our duty now to protect 
our native industries, which would be swamped 
by American manufactures under commercial 
union. Our own manufacturers are able to 
give the farmers as cheap a class of agri­
cultural impliments as they can get in the 
States, and they should be satisfied with that 

Mr. John Brown (Citizens Milling Company) 
did not believe all the industries of the country 
ore prosperous. Mr. Wilkie ought to know 
that the paper of the millers- Is not very much

That Is to say oar tariff under the supposed 
new arrangement would be Increased by W per 
cent. Ho argued that Canadians under 
mcrcial union would be In a similar posi' 
the Americans in pre-revolution times. It 
would be taxation without representation, 
and Canadians would.not.be so retrogressive as 
to put up with such a state of affairs.

Mr. Wilkie then gave an array of statistics 
showing that the export trade of Cauada hod 
Increased enormously during the last eighteen 
years. Tlienaturalmarkel forCanndlnnproducts 
is the British market, which Is proved by re­
ferring to our trade during the last year with 
the United States and Great Britain. Canadian 
products are similar to those of the United 
Stales, and the axiom that dissimilarity of 
products le Identity of commercial interest* 
makes a profitable trade between both countries 
impossible.

Contiguity of markets is not essential to trade 
when two countries produce the same com 
modules. This is seen in the ease of Great 
Britain, which never makes a treaty with 
Belgium with a view to expert her iron to 
country. Belgium has Iron industries of her 
own, and consequently the genius of trade 
causes Britain to exchange her iron for Span- 
ish fruits.

Too much Importance was given to the effect 
which the Reciprocity Treaty of IfiSt-’M had 
upon the prosperity of Uahudu. It is not (air to 
argue that because the Country was prosperous 
then that the free exchange of commodities be­
tween Canndn and the United States wasthe 
cause of iU There was a great demand during 
the early years of the treaty for Canadian pro­
ducts owing to the Russian war. Then again 
when it closed the American civil war begun, 
which gave a great impetus to Canadian pro­
duction. And even during the twelve years ft 
was in existence Canada never went through 
such a oemmcrcia! crisis as in 1857.

In referring to the statement of Mr. Valcncey 
Fuller, that *1,000.000.006 woe invested in agri­
culture, he (Mr..Wilkle) would say that this 
only shows how prosperous farmers in Canada 
have been, inasmuch very few of them 
brought one dollar over with them from 
Europe. All they have they made in Canada, 
and he thought it strange that a class which 
prospered so well In Canada should bo now 
found abusing It and holding it up os a poor 
country to live in. Mr, Wilkie concluded by 
quoting from the banking returns, showing 
that the wealth of Canada has been increased 
enormously during the last few years, and with 
this couplet :

A Quick Ran From Yokohama, has As 
Captain Thinks the Voyage Will be 
Bene In Much Shorter Tlme-The Cerge 
en lie Way Bant |

Vancouver, June 14.—The steamship Abys­
sinia, Captain Marshall, arrived at $.10 lost . 
night, thirteen days, fourteen hours, from 
Yokohama. She lost considerable time by 
foggy weather nearly every day. She had 
twenty-two cabin passengers for Urerpool,
New York and Eastern points. Her cargo ooo> 
state of 2830 tone of tea, silk and ourles fol 
Victoria, Winnipeg, St. Paul, Chicago, London, 
Hamilton, Toronto. Montreal, Bnffitioand New 
York.

The arrival of the pioneer vessel was joyfully 
celebrated. The city council was In session 
when word came that the eleamor was coming 
up the bay, aud the mooting was summarily 
adjourned, the mayor and most of the aider 
men making their way down to the wharf, 
where hundreds had congregated. The city 
band also turned out. and marched down street 
playing lively alls. Ships in the harbor ran up 
their colors and every flag In the city was fly­
ing. As the evening wore on and it began to 
get dark fireworks were sent up, bonfire* 
lighted and the principal hotels Illuminated.
When it became known, however, that the ve*. 
eel would anchor down the bay until daylight 
the crowd dispersed.

At daybreak the steamer came up to the p'er, 
and at s o'clock stevedores went to work dis­
charging her cargo, expecting to have th* 
work completed in thirty-six hours. As every 
train load is ready It will leave immediately 
for the east, which will be at the rate of one 
every three hours. - In the cargo are four 
chests of tea for Everett, Fraser <t Co,, New 
York. They will bo sent through by express, 
and It le expected that the fastest time 
record from Yokohama to the Atlantic coast 
will be made.

THE TRADE COUNCIL’S DELEGATE.

». t. O’Donoghue Will ge te Ottawa ta 
, geler a Protest.

A special meeting of the Trades end Labor 
Council woe held in the Temperance Hall last 
evening for the purpose of taking action to pre­
vent the passing of Mr. Amyot'e bill, now be­
fore the Dominion Parliament, entitled "A Bill 
to Protect Laborers on Shipboard." Mr. G.
Harris, president, occupied the chair.

Mr. D. J. O’Donoghue Informed the meeting 
that the bill which they had been called to­
gether to protest against wee read, a first 
on Friday night lost, and if some decisive action 
was not token In the matter It would In 
all probability become law before the 
present session was over. When the Trades'
Union Bill was passed in 1873,*certain criminal 
clauses formed a portion of it, accord" 
which It woe a criminal offence for a- 
unionist to Influence a non-unionist. For in. 
stance, If a “scab" took a lob and a member of 
a trades union protested, the unionist waei 
liable to be brought before a magistrate and 
Imprisoned. After considerable agitation on 
the point, this set was Amended in 1876, aud in 
its amended form, what would be ruled a 
criminal act under the measure of 1873, woe to 
be treated as * breach of the common law.
Now, Mr. Amyot was endeavoring 
through a bill, the effect of which, fl 
would be to render a trades' unionist liable 
to a term of imprisonment of not 1 
than two years nor more than five, for Interfer­
ing in the protection of hie particular calling.
It woe aimed ostensibly at the ship laborers of 
Quebec, but there was nothing to prevent Its 
being put In force In Toronto or any other por- 1 
tlon of the Dominion against the members of 
any trade. When first his attention was sailed

**■
salting him to resist the measure by every 
means in hie power. That gentleman replied, 
stating that he had not seen a copy of the bid 
In question, but that he would eeoure one and 
forward it as sqou aaÿosslble.

Vice-President Dower sold he understood 
that the Knights of Labor had taken action 
in the matter, and had sent a representative to 
Ottawa to protest against the bill.

For the first offerings of July wheat there 
were no takers.

Virchow was concealed ; that the professor 
went to the palace and, with tears in hie eyes', 
declared that hie examination had lqd him to 
believe that the malady was Incurable, and 
that the Prince's life wee In danger.

Mr. John Hallam (wool) was of opinion that 
we should consider the profit and loss aspect 
of commercial union. If commercial union 
was to give all the advantages to Canada, and 
result in loss to the United States, the Yankees 
are not such fools as to grant it. After going 
into statistics to show that the wool trade 
would be injuriously affected by the proposed 
union, Mr. Hallam, amidst applause, cheering 
and laughter. Concluded with a highly patriotic 
speeech. “ I am,” said he, “ an Englishman 
first and a Canadian afterwards.” [Cheers and 
cries of “Oh! oliTJ “What we want in 
Canada,” he thundered, “is a true Canadian 
sentiment” (Cheers and uproarous laughter.] 
With such eloquent though slightly contra­
dictory sentiments Mr. Hallam took his seat

Mr. G. W. Beardmore (leather) followed, and 
after expressing his detestation of “trimmers’- 
declared that commercial unionists were an­
nexationists in disguise.

This brought Mr. G. B. Smith, M.P.P., to his 
feet to contradict the speaker’s inference from 
his (Smith’s) speech ; after which Mr. Beard- 
more went on to tell of a leading manufacturer 
who told him that it commercial union would 
be adopted he would be prepared to sell out at 
75 cents ou the dollar. He summed up his 
speech by asking if Americans had within their 
own borders all necessary products what use 
had they for those of Canada.

Mr. Darling Moves an Adjonrnnent.
Mr. Darling was one of the most attentive 

listeners to all that was said. Mr. Darling 
evidently had another big speech prepared, and 
ho did not want to begin at a late hour. So 
when tho clock had proclaimed that it-was 10.30 
he moved an adjournment for a couple of 
weeks, adding that there were many members 
of the board who wanted to speak.

There were cries of: “Go on, go on; no ad­
journment.’’

Chairman Matthews called for » show of 
hands and declared the motion lost.

Mr. John Macdonald entered a protest against 
these motions of adjournment. He said the 
members went to the meetings to hear the 
question discussed, and he believed in sitting 
there and talking it out, no matter if it took till 
morning.

The burtaln was then again rang up, and the 
chairman announced that Mr. F. Nichols of the 
Canadian Manufacturer had the floor. He read 
from an interview which a representative of a 
city paper had with Mr. Erastus Wiman, dur­
ing which he declared that the growth of To­
ronto was unequalled by any American town 
or city. Mr. Nichols wished to know if such 
was Mr. Wiman’s opinion of a Canadian city 
how lie could reconcile that with the statement 
repeatedly made that this country is not pros­
perous.

Mr. A. H. Campbell, lumber merchant, said 
thin country was prosperous during the ex­
istence of the reciprocity treaty. Unfortunately 
for them a policy—he meant the National Policy 
—had been inaugurated which precluded 
the possibility of sawmill men making any 
money at all. The export duty on lumber was 

ad valorem but specific; the exportduty on 
the low species of lumber was as high as on the 
higher grades, and consequently there was no 
money in it, because the cost Of manufacturing 
it was so high under the protective tariff. [A 
voice: “Did Hiram Cook make any money out 
of lumber?"] He was glad to notice that the 
demand for lumber had increased very 
ably in Canada during the past few years. 
[Hear, hear.] But that demand did not recom­
pense the lumberman for hie increased cost of 
manufacture. He hoped to see the reciprocity 
treaty revived before long.

Not a Disloyal Movement.
Mr. G. B. Smith spoke briefly as follows: If I 

supposed that the advocates of commercial 
union meant that it would interfere with our 
political economy, that it would interfere with 
the political destiny of this country, if it would 
interfere with our relations to the Mother 
Country, then I would say that that would be a 
bar to the question at the outset. To my mind 
our relation with England is settled by this one 
fact, and that fact is that our tariff excludes 
from this country all English manu- 

^factures, or nearly all, which can bo 
produced in this country, and I sup­
pose it there are any English manufactures 
which can be imported into this country, the 
tariff which is now being passed at Ottawa will 
finish the job, and very soon little or nothing 
will be imported which can be manufactured 
here.

That has been the course of our legislation 
during the past eight years. So that to say we 
are taking a step in the direction of disloyalty 
in seeking this legislation ie entirely answered 
by the fact that there is nothing to legislate 
against There is nothing left that we could 
import from the Mother Country that is not al­
ready barred out. Thatsettles the question as to 

connection with the Mother Country.
As to annexation : We have already had a 

reciprocity treaty which didn’t lead to annexa­
tion. That is a very fair answer td this sugges­
tion. I am not able to sec that in the future of 
this country there is any danger In onr having 
freer intercourse with our neighbors, cither 
with reference to the products of the soil or the 
products of the farmer. Suck freer trade would 
result in bringing numerous inhabitants into 

prairies; this province would be benefited, 
the general wealth of tho whole country 
would be increased. If it proves to 
have that result, if it peoples our 
prairies and makes us capable of producing 
more goods, then it the time arrives that we 
will not care to continue such freer trade we 
would be In a better position to trade with our 
own increased population. These are tho qu 
tions that settle In my mind that there Is no 
danger of annexation or of doing any harm to 
the Mother Country.

I favor the suggestion of Sir William How­
land. who gays we should not take down our 
tariff walls, but we should make arrangements 
with the people to the south of ua to exchange 
our natural products and manufactures, or in 
other words to extend the former re­
ciprocity treaty by Including manufactures, 
keopnpourparenttariff.exclianglngthosegoods 
free, nnd so far as onr foreign goods are con­
cerned, out of which we get our revenue, and 
so ter as onr excise duties are concerned, we 
would have that entirely In onr own hands.

When 
the telegram was read on the produce ex­
change announcing the collapse of the firm a 
considerable amount of wheat was offered and 
the bears b ire down the market. In a few 
minutes wheat was selling at a rapid decline.

For some time New York brokers and specu­
lators have believed that the collapse of Morris 

imminent owing to.tneir 
reckless speculations, and in consequence to­
day, when the news of their failure reached 
here there was little surprise.

Morris Rosenfeld, head of the Chicago firm, 
entered the grain business two years ago. Pre­
vious to that he had Inherited, by the death 
of a wealthy relation In California, the sum of 
$1,000,000. He Boon afterwards began speculat­
ing and was so successful that he decided to 
start In business for himself. In his endeavor 
to control the wheat market he over-reached 
his resources and collapsed.

Wheat continued nervous throughout the 
day, the extreme decline being 41c on July. 
June came next with a breakof 3c, and on later 
months there was an Irregular decline of le to 
lie. The option dealings reached nearly 80,- 
706,000 bushels, the largest ever recorded.

Failures at Milwaukee.
