The Apple Tree Borer.

Many thousands of young trees are
annually destroyed by the common
round-headed apple tree borer, saperda
bivitlata, of the orchardists, and yet
this great loss is due to negligence,
The parent of the borer named is o
handsome long-horned beetle, nearly
an ioch long, the upper side of the
body being marked with two longitus
dinal white strips between three of
brown ; the other parte of the body
and legs are white, This beetle usually
appears in spring, about the same time
that apple trees come into full bloom.
They fly at night, hide during the day-
time, consequently are rarely seen
about the orchard, except by persons
who know where to look after their
biding pluces. The female beetle de-
poeits her eggs on the stems of the
trees near the ground, where the bark

SOEPTICAL UNDERWRITERS,

PoLLep ApeepEeN-Anaus Carrie.—Nouoe
of the so called ** beef breeds ' of catile
have attained a wore Tapid or well-de-
served popularity in this country than the
AberdeensAngus, The breed is a very
old one, and originated in the sncient
Scottieh province of Angus, which is now
the county of Forfar, It is within the
lifertime of men still young that animals
of this breed were first brougbt to this
country, Though their many good points
were obyious at once, there was at first an
absurd prejudice against their color, Bat
this was soon dispelled, and the * doddies”
now form an importantelement in the pure-
breed cattle of the United States,

Their freedom from horns is an obvious
advantage in feeding and transporting by
rail. Ttey are prolific, mature early, and
fatten casily. Well-bred * doddies’ which
¢ rustle’ the first two years, and are fin.
ished off with grain, weigh from thirteen to
to sixteen hundred pounds each, and when
brought to the final test of the butcher’s
block, yield as high ss sixty pounds or
more of finely-marbled dressed beef for
every hundred pounds of live weight, For
the purpose of securing purity of blood,
the leading breeders of these cattle several
yesrs ago organized the American Abers
deen-Angus Breeder's Association, and
two volumes of its herd books have been
published, and the third is in course of pre-
paration. The Association has & member.
ship of nearly one hundred and forty, em-
bracing many of the foremost live-stock
breeders of the couttry.—American Agri-
