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thio abdomnal pariotes tho tumor was brought into view. Tt
was vory genorally adhorent, somo of the adhesions being
very firm, whilo others wora casily brokon down. Theo largest
ofrst-having beon brought fuirly into vie, it was tapped, when
gix -or seven quarts of thick, vixcid, light grevnish yollow fluid
camo awny. ‘Fho opeming was closed by ligature, and othor
adtiesions wero then brohen duwn.  The tumor involved the
uterny, to winch-1t was tirmly adherent, producing clongation of
itg body, which was drawn to tho rightsido. The broad Ligament
4nd-it3 contents on tho'rightsile wero muoh thickened, oulu ged,
and firmly adherent to tho cyste. Afler separating the tamor from
thio potric organs, 2 double whip 1 lig was passed through
the-peduncle; ono betng tied near the utorus, the other.an inch.
from it, and tho pediclo-divided botweon thom. In scparating
somo of the adhesions aftor tho divisiun of the peduncle, thd
ligaturo attached to tho uterus slipped, thero was freo homor-
rhage, but each vessel was aflerwards soparately and securely
tied. Ono cyst filled tho whole cavity of the polvis, and as
dlso firmly adherent; but tho strongest aod firmest adhesions
wéro at tho anterior and upper part of the tumor. Aftor caro-
. folly brealing dewn or othorwixe dividing tho adhesiony, the
tumor was turncd out of the abdomen-and removed. Thoro was
prefty free and gonerat oozug from tho torn and divided
adhesions, but it ceased aftor & short timo. The wound
wis closed by four long -needlos passed through all tho tissucy
forming the abdominal coverings, and secured with tho figure-of
cight suturo; thero wero-also soveral points of suturo bol\vecn
thcsc, tagothor with strips of adhesive plaster and o flannel
bandage, Tho anwsthotic used was a mixtaro of threo parts
cthor, two of-chloroform, and on¢ spirits of wino. It certainly
relioved horof pan; but I think it depressed her very much and:
deranged the -stomach, much moro than.chloruform usually doos
Sho wat much-depressed after the oporation, cold feet and legs;
and pulso 116, smali and. fecblo. Brandy was given in millr,
and ono and & half grains of opium as soon.as she was placed
in bed; theso woro ropeated from timo to timo as the urgency
of tho easo required.
