long period they are able to séeu flour mnade froin
Manitoba wheat about as checap as that manufactured
froin Ontario. It costs about 95c for 6o Ibs. white
and one dollar for red by' the tirne it is laid (lown at
their milîs, w~hile No. 2 -Manitoba bard, whiichi %vill
yicld more flour to the bushel, can be laid down for
about 97C to 98c.

The Hon. Mr. Dryden,
Professors Macfarlane and Deani were also amongst
the speakers.
