Tee Bitazor or Livereion oN FDUCATIIN. ~ On
Scoday the 29th ult, his Lordship the Bishop of
Liverpool preached a sermon in aid of St. Mary’s
achoolz, Douglas. The cburch wns erowded on the
occasion end a great n-mber of Protestants were
pregenr, Referring to education he remarked that it
bad often been said that tbe Catholic Church is
averse to learniog —that it would real up knowledee
and make it an unknewn thing. Do pot believe it.
No cuarge conld be more uatrue. The fact was that
the Oatholic men bad been 10 the olden times the
meana of amagsing great storea of koowledge to
which modern men were deeply indebted for the
knowledge they now poseezaed. They conld hardly
go into any libra:y without foding etores of books
which had been written by Catholice, sud they all
knew that the Mooks in the quietnesa of their cells
bad written books that wero priceless treasures to
literature. Instead of being ooposed to the spread
of knowledge, the Catholic Church bad been the
fosterer, the promoter, and protector of li eratars.
o proof cof this, be had only to state that Oxford and
Cambridge were great geats of learning long befors
the Reformntion ; but, notwithstanding tha fact that
thoge nuiversities had bean founded by Oatholice,
an‘erior to the Reformation they had heen ex-
cluded from them by tests which they could notac.
cent. A Oatbolic tot only conld not take any
bonors in those univerzities, but he could not even
pursue his studies there And was it to be borne
that in the face of tkia fact an historian like Lord
Macaulay sbould twit the Catholic nobility for their
want of learning? Was not learning closed against
them? He had no feeling sgainst Lord Macaulay,
but when they were told that the Qatholi» nobility
were dehcient in culture, they must remember that
the canse nnd explanation of that were in the faci
that the Catholic nobility had heen excluded from
the reats of learaing Da unot put out n man’s eyes,
and then condemo him for being blind. They firet
of all made & man iguorant, apd thea tarned round
and blomed him for it. Bnt these vbstructions were
now being removed, and everything in future de-
peaded upon themselves, for there are nuw being
abundance of schools provided for the education of
their prople. Gnd was no respecter of persons, and
although a man may be bora poor, yet his miad ma~
have thote excellencies and qualitiec which, if he
bave the opportunity, may enab'e him to become as
learoed as any man in the kiogdom ; and by means
of learning the avenues are thrown open to any posi-
tion in life. There is nothing in any man’s life to
prevent hig advancement if be has education. Ue
dii not wish to see a poor man always g'riviog for
what be conld not get; Lut, at the same tims, if the
chance of advancement offered itself, be should be in
a position to take advantage of that opportunity.—
[a the Catbolic Qhurch & man's birth made vo dife
fereace; ana there were many instances of men of
very humble origin sttaining the higheat honors that
Church had Yo bestow. He warned them, therefore,
not to sliow their children to roam about the streats,
growing up in ignorance and vice Those who per-
mitted their children 8o to do were cro2l and usoa.
tural parents. He regretted to gee in thiz lsland =o
many children permitted to live in this way ; and he
could not but blame those parents wha for the most
feivolons causes kept their children from school. His
Liordsbip then spoke in atrong terms of condemna-
tion of the practices to which children were allowed
to resort 10 order to obtain money from the visitors;

{uture reforms. It may be necessary toinquire whether
we crannot reduce withiu reasoopable limits our over-
grown armamen:s, and whetber we capnot economise
in every branch of the civil service It is quite clear
n gaving may be effected in the diplomntic servica.
We must serionsly grapple with the amount epeat
upon pauperism, for the lnes ig not confined to the
expenditure of the 7,000000/, which i found too
little for the purpose, but extends to the crime
dige18e, and misery which arige from such a mass of
destitation.

The mind can
searcely grasp the maguitade of these figures, and
will utterly fail in any attempt to realise wbat ljes
It may suffice for the present to
say that this Bmount exceeds that which was co'-
lected daring the same period of time for all the ex-
penses of the state, incending the interest of the
pational debt. What a fearful amoout of wastel
What a dark index to crime and suffering does this
total present] We would confine ourselves however
to & purely oconomienl view of this gueation, and
we believe that euch sn expenditure ig abinlutely

‘ruigous, draining the reaonrces of onr trade, and, more

then thin, destioying (he nerve and sinew of the

‘people We bave notapace toenter upon'itag a whole,

but we will select one or two itema tbat show Lhe im-
portance apd gravity of the question involved. The
cotton trade of Liancashire is ina most deprossed coc-
dition, suffering more probably, than any in the cox -
mupity, and yet, while we bave spent more than three
buundred millioos sterling iz three years upon strong
drinke,which. at best, are only luxuries, we have spent
in the same period of time only twenty-eight millions
upen cotton goode, We argus this altog ther apart
from the question as to whether these drinke are in
themaselves good or bad; we take it as an admitied
fact that a large amonat of expeoditure upen drink
ta due to cxcees, and we ask whether such an ex-
penditure can te kept up without impoverishing a na-
ton? All trades must suffer [f the w.rkman
spends two ehillinge B week upon drink he hsg that
amouot less to epend upon sowething efse, and it can
be shown tbat atrong drink i8 not in any way neces-
gary to hig bhealth or comfort. The beslth of the
workman is a8 neceagary to the prosperity of the na-
tion ag his gkill, but intemperance injures both, It
geems to us very clear that the babit of drinking
which ig only vne bot the most expensive and most
destreetive of our luxurious babitg must occopy
firat place {n this iaquiry as to the future of Bagland.
It is & queation affecting »ll, for this apecial imnro-
vidence encourages 81 other kinde. There would
geem to be within the province of legislation manry
mesnd wWhich might be employed to check an evil
eo great and 8o fruitful to disease and poverty, Itis
probable that the temperabce movement, as it is
called, has confined itself ioo much to tbe religious
and moral aspecta of intemperance and has not ex-
pouunded the principles it lays dcwn opon en esono-
mical basia. . This is perhaps the strongest argument
that can be Advauced to'a commerci-] people. If
ten ‘millions of . the mouvey Bpent upon intoxicsting
liquors were spent upon csotton fabrics, that- in iteelf
would find fall employment for all the hands and all
tbe mills in Lancasbire.
