Lord Olancarty condemned the Bill, Lord Powers-
court appraved it, and Lord Portarlingion  ppeared
to besitate bstween the clausea which be liked snd
those which he dishked. The Marguis of Lansdowne
regarded the recognition of the Ulater custom as an
inevitable necesaity ; hut st the s1me time he lovked
upon 1he provision of compeasation for disturbacce
as the most important and essential part of the mea-
sure and hs assared their lordsbips that ioquiries
eonducted upon his own eatates had sati:fied him
that it he wers to evict any of hig tenunts & simple
payment for their improvements would by o means
compensate them for the loss which they would ans-
tain. Looking to the future he did not expect that
this messure would work a sudden revalution.—
What be anticipated was that it would act gradusally
and beneficially ; and amoog other edvantages
which it would produce wouald be to incrense the
gelf reliance and gelf-respact of the tenants of land
in Ireland. The Earl of Carosrven expressed his
willingness to vota for the eecond resding of the
Bill, on the ground that it was pecessary to pacify
Ireland, and to stop sgitation ; but be could not re
gard it as other than a retrograde measure; and
follo=ing in the footateps of Lord Oairna. bhe raised
a variety of objectious to mary of its most important
provisions. The Lord Otancellor dealt with all the
important objections which had beea urged againat
the provisions of the measure. The nobla and
learned lord took sbama to bimgelf that he had,
while a member of the House of Commons, tarned &
desf ear to the warnings and proposale of the late
Mrr. Sharman Crawford; sud «t the close of his
speech warned heir lordabips thst, while by passing
thig measnre gubetantizlly as it stood they wauld
satisfy the tesants of [reland, and confer Inegtimable
becefita upon that country, they would, if they at-
tempted to alter i% in a landlord seuee, pravoke con~
sequences which he trembled to contemplate. Tbe
Dake of Rutland g+id a few worda against the Bill;

Bagor O'HaoaN —The Lord Obancellor of Ireland,
who wrS recently raised to the peerage of the Uoiterd
Kingdom, is the first Roman Catholic who has filled
the office of Chuncellor in the sigter kingdom, The
grant of 8 pesrage, which jovariably accompanies
the sppoictment to the woolsack in Koglend, is an
nnustal occurrence n8 regarding the Lord Qhaacellor
of Iraland. Lord Plaokett chtained the honour in
1827, but both the present Lord St. Leona:ds and
the 1ate Lord Casmypbell were called 1o the Upper
Hoaose for reng u8 upart from <he fact that 1hey bad
respectively beld the Irish Cbancellorship.  Sir
Joseph Napier and Sir Maziore Brady, who formerly
discharged the dutiee of the post, each received a
baronaetcy on bis retirement. The present holder of
that distinguizhed office was introduced both to
political and cificial life ia the second Administration
cf Liord Palmerston and wws raised to the Beoch in
the Irish Common Plras, on the desth of Mr. Justice
Ball, in Japusry. 1865. He was promoted tothe
Lord Chancelorship of Irelrnd in December, 1868,
wheo Mr. Gladsinoe formed kis Administration. At-
tached to the cffice i3 & walary of £8,000 a year, and
the retiring peosion of £4 000 — Civil Service

Mrs. Oliver, of
Urove Place, Brixton' had advertised for children
to adopt, charge £5, and a sueplcioss policeman fol-
Jowed up one-case of ‘adoption,’ aud with the grand-
father of the child demanded to see it. He fourd it
dreadfully emaciated, and apparently dyiog, He
found tes children in the house, five in the front
kitchen utterly neglected, dirty, and halfestarved,
and two of them dying. The woman aimitied that
she bad in four years ' adeopted’ forty children, all
illegitimate, but could not expiain where they were:
The police records show an extraordioary number of
dead children found sbout in the diatrict, in fact,
the enspicion would seem to ba that children are
adopted by ¢ farmers’ in bespe, and starved to death,
aod flung away,—a siate of aifuirs which almost
mekes one loog for Foundling Hoepitals, bad as
their moral effect always ia.

The Svalen, a vesgel of
about 800 tone, was abandoned At gea by her crew
on the 19th of Octobrr, 1869, a few daya after sailing
from Montresl for Londen with a cargo of timber,
The craw were picked op and landed at Frlmounth
on the Tth of November followiag. But the most
curious circumstance in connexiou with the loss of
+he ship is that the vesrel, after rolling abeut on the
broad Atlantic, and, perhape, in other seas, for pearly
nine montbs, should be accidentally lighted on by a
peselng etesmer nesr the British shores with ber
cargo gafe and in good condition, the ship iteelf
being so far seaworthy a3 to floar; =nd ber cabin
furaitere and her other Atings in s good state of
preservation. ineurances bad beem effected, it sp-
pears, on the 8valen at Lloyd'a by ber foreign
owuners, and the question that now arose on the re
covery of the ship wan a8 to palvage righta Tle
underwriters, who bave fong sicce paid the emount
insured, will, of course, recous themselves by the
poasesaion of tbe valuable derelict that lLias ro gin-
gularly besn found ; bur the amount of salvege due
to the captain svd crew of the steamer Denis, who
discavered the missing ahip, will bave to be deducted
from the underwriters' claims.
