contains, or of beguiling time, or to tranquilize
i his conecience by the discharge of a mere
external duty, is deficient in the motive with
which he performs bis duty, and cannot expect
to derive from it either advantage or comtort
amid the trials of lite.  Neither will it suflice
to read the Scriptures with the mere desire
of becoming intimately acquainted with
sucred truths, unless such reading be accom-
pauvied with a desite that through them, he
may be convinced of his self love, ambition,
- or other faults to which he may be particularly
exposcd, aud that by the assistcuce of Divine
grace he may be enabled to root them out of
his wind. '

PracTicAL LxGisLation.—Probably there
never was & year in the memory of man in which
there was less political excitement, and a greater
stiliness and stagnation as tu politics in general,
than this same year of our Lord, 1852. ‘L'here
are no public or county meetings, no factious
field-days as of yore, between contending and
rival parties, no criminations and recriminations
as in 1830 1832, and 1835.

Instead of thinking of the merits and demerits
of rival partivs, as in former times the winds of
the best men are now bent oo moral and material
improvewncas. la this field thero are triumphs
to be gaived tar more solid and lasting thau any
that sre to be scquired in the dowsio of faction,
‘I'he Ministry vow in office appears to be fully
conscious of thie truth.  Each one in his special
sphere has ensugurated soime practical improve-
went—has introduced sume smendment, which,
without being either specious or showy, has had
the higher werits of being both useful and op-
portune.  We ourselves believe that the ending
of 1852 an ! the beginuving of 1853 will he an
era of great practiesl veform ; and in nothing
more will thig be evident than in the movemcuts
introduced into our system of law and equity.
Almost ull sen of superior minde regard these
questions pow as ¢otirely independent and irres-
pective of part, und no one in a higher degree
is penetrated with thes: notions than the very
eminent sud able men who preside in the
High Court of Chancery. From some of the
provisious af the 15th and 16th Victoria, ¢ 80,
G, Lord St. Leosard's wos well known a8 2
private individual to dissent ; yet B0 saoner did
that Bill becowe law, than the 0 ble sod learned
lord applicd sll his fucultics to curey the Actinto
execunion, snd to rendef ils enactiients most
salutary 10 the suitor, and most beneficinl to the
public at large. Any one Who will take the
trouble of luoking ut our journal of Thursday,
and of perusing the New Orders in Chancery,
will see that Lord St Leunord’s has applied
himself to carry out the provisious of this Act
heartily, bonestly snd most ettectively.—IHerald,
