I have the honour to refer ta the Agreement between the Governmerit O
the United K.ingdom. and the Government of the United States of AnierIc
relating tai the Bases leased to.the United States of America, signed at Lafld"]
an March 27, 1941')>, and ta the'Agreement of August 13th and Octaber 231<
1947') between His Majesty's Gaverrnent in the United Kingdlom and the Uflijte,
States Gavernnient relating ta the United States Leased Bases at Argelli'
Newfoundland; bath of which became applicable ta Canada on April 1, 1949
and ta the discussions which have taken place between representatives Of 01
twa Gavernments cancerning the intention af the Canadian Gavernmellt t
establish a ferry aperatian between Narth Sydney, Nova Scotia and Argen1il
Newfaundland, and ta canstruct an access raad ta the ferry termiinus 3
Argentia, Newfaundland. As a result of these discussions it is my understall
ing that the Government of the United States is prepared ta make alvailabl'
under specified restrictions, certain lands at present farming a part Of t',
United States Naval Base at Argentia, Newfaundland, far use both as addi4o
ta the present terminus area and as the site of an access road acrass the 1a5
area ta the terminus.

Subject ta the pravisions and terms of the Annex attached hereto I n09
prapose that aur two Governments enter into an agreement an this sb c
under which the United States will permit Canada to make use as reqired 0
specified lands in the ýUited'States Naval Base Area at Argentia, Newf Ol1XIL
land. The Gavernment af Canada undertakes ta hold the Government Of t1l
United States harniless with respect ta any dlaims resulting frani suci 115e 0
the land.

This agreement shall be subi ect ta the ternis af the agreements corjcer1ir'
Leased Bases in Newfaundland and, except as expressly pravided herl"
nothing ini this agreement shail be construed as deragating fromn the en
thereof.of1i

This agreement shall remain in force until terminated by either onle
following m-eans:

(i) By the Government of Canada glvlng one year's wrltten notice tO h
Governnient of the United States of its intention to terminate; or

(ii) By the Governmnent of the United States lnformlng the GoverflJ ci~
Canada that in its opinion an emergency situation lias ariser,
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
