
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA AND THEGOVERNMENT 0F THE KINGDOM 0F SAUDI ARABIA ON ECONO-
MJC AND TECHNICAL CO-OPERATION

The GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA and the GOVERNMENT 0F THEKINGDOM 0F SAUDI ARABIA hereinafter referred to as the Contracting
Parties,

DESIRING to enhance their existing friendly relations, and,
RECOGNIZING the mutual benefits accruing from expanding trade, economicand technical co-operation in accordance with the regulations and laws prevailing in

their respective countries,

HAVE AGREED to the following:

ARTICLE 1

The Contracting Parties shall endeavour to promote and consolidate trade,economic, and technical co-operation between their two countries in a spirit ofmutual understanding.

ARTICLE 2

The fields of co-operation mentioned in this Agreement include as examples, butare flot limited to, the following items:
(a) encouragement of the establishment of agricultural, animal, mineraI and

mining, transportation, communications, industrial and technicaldevelopment projects between the Contracting Parties;
(b) encouragement of the exchange of information and enhancement of

scientific and technological research;
(c) encouragement of the exchange of various goods and products between

them; and

(d) encouragement of the exchange and training of technical staff required forspecific co-operative programmes. This includes, but is not restricted to,graduate and post-graduate university studies in Canada, curriculum
development for Saudi institutions and technical training for individual
teachers.
