delivered by a network of S&T officers at Canadian missions abroad, and at DFAIT
headquarters by the Science and Technology Division (TBR).

Science and Technology Counsellors Network

Canada’s Department of Foreign Affairs and International Trade, as an essential
component of its S&T Program, supports a network of Science and Technology
Counsellors (STCs) at key Canadian embassies and missions abroad. At the present
time there are Science and Technology Counsellors and specialists at the Canadian
High Commission in London, and at the Canadian Embassies in Berlin, Paris,
Tokyo, and Washington, as well as at the Canadian Mission to the European Union
(EU headquarters in Brussels), and at the Permanent Delegation of Canada to the
Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD headquarters
in Paris).

Once every year, Canada’s Science and Technology Counsellors present to the
Canadian S&T community an overview of the most recent Science and Technology
developments in their host countries, or international organizations. The Canada
Tour provides an opportunity for STCs to meet with key Canadian clients and
partners in international science and technology.
