3. In what locations are the thirty-three helicopters,
which respond to marine emergency calls, based?

4. What is the type and capability of each of the sixty-
five vessels which perform a secondary search and rescue
role and in what locations are they based?-Sessional
Paper No. 301-2/5,709.

"(6) Murder is first degree murder in respect of a
person when the death is caused by that person and
that person has been previously convicted of either
first degree murder or second degree murder."

and by renumbering the present subsection (6) as subsec-
tion (7).

Af ter debate thereon, the question being put on the
motion, a recorded division was deferred.

Mr. Reynolds, seconded by Mr. Lawrence, moved,-That
Bill C-84, An Act to amend the Criminal Code in relation
to the punishment for murder and certain other serious
off ences, be amended by deleting Clause 4.

And debate arising thereon;
