Mr. Speaker, I have had pre-
pared, in answer 10 the suggestion of mny
lion. and learned friend (Mr. R. L. Bordea),
a memorandum showing lte vacancies [n
the courts of lthe different provinces, axid
also the vacancy in the Supreme Court, as
follows

ary, 1905 ; Mr. Justice Idington, promoted,
1Otit February, 19W5.

Justice Ferguson, died,
3lst May,'1904 ; Mr. Justice Magee, ap-
pointed, 251h June, 1904.

10 Supreme Court of Canada_,
101h February, 1905; Mr. Justice Clute,
appointed, 101h February, 1905 ; Chief Jus-
liceship established by, 3 Edward VII,
chapter 27; no appointment made yet.
