No figures are available to show from what
countries the British immigrants from overseas
came. However, recently a special compila-
tion was made for the calendar year 1941 to
ascertain how many male immigrants over
the age of 18 had arrived in Canada. The
total was 774. Of these, 96 came from the
British Isles, 470 from Newfoundland and 208
from other countries. Of the 96 from the
British Isles-

18 were from 18 to 29 years of age
38 were from 30 to 40 years of age
40 were 41 years of age or over.

Mr. RALSTON: I want to ask my hon.
friend to drop this question in the form in
which it now appears. If you will look at it.
Mr. Speaker, you wîll see that it would involve
work which I am sure my hon. friend would
not ask to have done at this particular time.
He wants to know the pork and bacon pur-
chased by the government from Canada Packers
for the use of the army during 1939, 1940, 1941
and 1942; the amounts for each year; the price
per pound-and the price per pound varies I
think every three months; then he comes to
what I believe must be the real text of his
question, whether the materials were used en-
tirely for the army and whether any were re-
sold. If my hon. friend would reframe his
question, giving particulars of the place or
district to which he is referring and also the
