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Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons;
Canadian Médical Association; Caaadian
Public Health Association; Department of
National Health and Welfare; Dominion
Council of Health; National Federation of
Canadian Universities.

The organizational stage in the institute is
almost completed and the first officiaI appoint-
ments will be made by the various national
organizations or associations at their annual
meetings to be held during the next two
months.

All universities and research centres have
been notified t-o submit applications for grants
before Jure 1 for the present year. Requests
for assistance, already receîved by the institute,
amount te approximately S200,000 and the
majority of these requests indîcate that they
will have to be continued for a period of
years in order to attract first-class personnel
and retain their services for a sufflciently long
period to complète their several projects. Not
ail research centres have had an opportunity
to file their applications and thus it may be
assumed that the annual recurring budget
for researolh alone will amount to ap-
proximately $300,000.

No public appeai has yet been made on
behaif of the institute. On inauguration the
sole assets of the institute consisted of a
grant from the King George V sillver jubile
cancer fund, amoun'ting to $150,000 each year
for three yea.rs, subjec.t to the annual approval
cd the trustees of the King George V fund.

The permanent headquarters of the institute
is, in the first instance. located at Ottawa, and
permanent administrative staff will be ap-
pointed by the voting members of the institute
at the first meeting after their appoin'tment.

3. Yes. The provincial departments of

health through various foundations or comn-
missions have set up cancer diagnostic clinies

and treatment centres.

4. Funds are available through the national
research council for cancer research. Inder

the dominion proposaIs to the provinces,
spécial réference to cancer research is made
in the health grants under the health insurance
section. The national cancer institute bas
not yet been in a position to formally request
financial aid from the government apart from
the sum voted by the trustees of the King
George V silver jubilee cancer fund.

5. Graduate fellowships £,or physicians,
chemists, bîologists or other trained research
workers wilI be made available by the National
Cancepr Institute of Canada alter the projeets
and personnel have been approved by the

scientifie advisory committee of the medical
Researeh Division of the national Research
counicil.

6. The faculties of medicine in. the Cana-
dian universities and the special provincial
diagnostic and treatment foundations or
centrés are equipped to provide facilities for
post-graduate training in this field.
