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On the day ini question Mrs. Lines was
granted permission to inspect hobbycraft arti-
cles at St. Vincent de Paul penitentiary. On
this occasion she was accompanied by Mr.
Grant Johnston, who apparently also was
interested in the program of the Creative
Awards Association. St. Vincent de Paul
penitentiary lacks facilities to exhibit hobby-
craf t in any place other than the place where
hobby work is actually, carried on. Mrs. Lines
and Mr. Jolinston were escorted to that area
by a penitentiary officer. A group of inmates
were there, engaged in hobby work. The
purpose of the visit was specificaily to inspect
hobby work and no authorization for a press
interview had been issued. One of the in-
mates in the hobby area at the time of the
visit was Georges Marcotte. It appears that
Mr. Grant Johnston took advantage of this
opportunity ta interview Marcotte and appar-
ently as a result of that interview, the publi-
cation appeared in the press.

Again I re-emphasize that no authorization
was issued for a personal interview by any
person with Marcotte for the purposes of
publication.

INQUIRY AS TO STEPS TO CANCEL
PRICE INCEASES

On the orders of the day:

Mr. T. C. Douglas (Burnaby-Coquitlam):
Mr. Speaker, may I direct a question ta the
Minister of Finance. Has the minister's atten-
tion been drawn ta the fact that in recent
days price increases on a number of com-
modities have been voluntarily roiled back in
the United States in order ta comply with the
guide lines which, were established by that
government? I would like ta ask the minister
whether any thought is being given by him
and his coileagues ta instituting a similar
type of action in Canada.

Hon. Mitchell Sharp <Minister of Finance):
Yes, Mr. Speaker, a great deal of thaught has
been given ta this matter, but so far we have
not concluded this would be a useful means
of controiling prices. We might change aur
minds, but the view at the present time,
looking ta the situation in the United States,
the United Kingdom and Europe, where in
most cases prices have risen much more
quickly than in Canada, is that experience
has not been such as to encourage us in this
direction.
